AN ORDINANCE REZONING APPROXIMATELY 2.15( acres LOCATED IN COUNCIL DISTRICT 6 at 4319 barkoskie road between old st. augustine road and oak moss trail (R.E no(s) 158949-0000), AS DESCRIBED HEREIN OWNED BY the mandarin community church of god, FROM commercial office (co) DISTRICT TO PLANNED UNIT DEVELOPMENT (pud) DISTRICT, AS DEFINED AND CLASSIFIED UNDER THE ZONING CODE, TO an auto laundry and other uses within the pud FOR THE amended shutterly park; PUD REZONING SUBJECT TO CONDITION(S); pROVIDING A DISCLAIMER THAT THE rezoning granted herein shall not be construed as an exemption from any other applicable laws;  PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.


WHEREAS, The Mandarin Community Church of God, the owner(s) of approximately 2.15( acres located in Council District 6 at 4319 Barkoskie Road between Old St. Augustine Road and Oak Moss Road (R.E. No(s) 158949-0000), as more particularly described in Exhibit 1, attached hereto and dated July 27, 2017 and generally depicted in Exhibit 2, both of which are attached hereto and incorporated herein by this reference (Subject Property), have applied for a rezoning and reclassification of that property from Commercial Office (CO) District to Planned Unit Development (PUD) District, as described in Section 1 below; and


WHEREAS, the Planning Commission has considered the application and has rendered an advisory opinion; and


WHEREAS, the Land Use and Zoning Committee, after due notice and public hearing, has made its recommendation to the Council; and


WHEREAS, the Council finds that such rezoning is: (1) consistent with the 2030 Comprehensive Plan; (2) furthers the goals, objectives and policies of the 2030 Comprehensive Plan; and (3) is not in conflict with any portion of the City’s land use regulations; and


WHEREAS, the Council finds the proposed rezoning does not adversely affect the orderly development of the City as embodied in the Zoning Code; will not adversely affect the health and safety of residents in the area; will not be detrimental to the natural environment or to the use or development of the adjacent properties in the general neighborhood; and will accomplish the objectives and meet the standards of Section 656.340 (Planned Unit Development) of the Zoning Code; now therefore


BE IT ORDAINED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:


Section 1.

Property Rezoned.
The Subject Property is hereby rezoned and reclassified from Commercial Office (CO) District to  Planned Unit Development (PUD) District.  This new PUD district shall permit an auto laundry and other uses within the PUD, and is described, shown and subject to the following attached documents:
Exhibit 1 – Legal Description dated July 27, 2017.

Exhibit 2 – Subject Property per P&D D.

Revised Exhibit 3 – Revised Written Description dated January 31, 2018.
Revised Exhibit 4 – Revised Site Plan dated February 1, 2018.

Section 2.

Rezoning Approved Subject to Condition(s). This rezoning is approved subject to the following condition(s).  Such conditions control over the written description and may only be amended through a rezoning.

(a)
Wall and awning signs shall only be permitted on walls facing Old St. Augustine Road. 

(b)
One banner sign shall be allowed for not more than 30 days, cumulatively over a 12 month period.

(c)
There shall be a 30 foot wide undisturbed landscape buffer along the east property line except adjacent to the retention pond.

(d)
Prior to the first final inspection within any phase of development, the owner or their agent shall submit to the Planning and Development Department for its review and approval either (a) an affidavit documenting that all conditions to the development order have been satisfied, or (b) a detailed agreement for the completion of all conditions to the development order.

(e)
Within the area identified as “10’ Landscape Buffer” between the internal circulation drive and Barkoskie Road as shown on the February 1, 2018 PUD Site Plan, the Applicant shall plant and maintain landscaped native plant material, including: (i) a continuous evergreen hedge, such as Walter’s viburnum, 3-4 feet in height at the time of planting; and (ii) an evergreen tree, such as holly, minimum 2 inch caliper at the time of planting an average of every 25 feet on center. The 10’ Landscape Buffer shall run approximately from the signage shown on the PUD Site Plan at the southwesterly corner of the site east to the vegetative buffer along the eastern boundary of the site.

Section 3.

Owner and Description.

Disclaimer.
The rezoning granted herein shall not be construed as an exemption from any other applicable local, state, or federal laws, regulations, requirements, permits or approvals.  All other applicable local, state or federal permits or approvals shall be obtained before commencement of the development or use and issuance of this rezoning is based upon acknowledgement, representation and confirmation made by the applicant(s), owner(s), developer(s) and/or any authorized agent(s) or designee(s) that the subject business, development and/or use will be operated in strict compliance with all laws. Issuance of this rezoning does not approve, promote or condone any practice or act that is prohibited or restricted by any federal, state or local laws.


Section 5.

Effective Date.  The adoption of this ordinance shall be deemed to constitute a quasi-judicial action of the City Council and shall become effective upon signature by the Council President and the Council Secretary.
