LAND USE AND ZONING COMMITTEE AMENDMENT

The Land Use and Zoning Committee offers the following first amendment to File No. 2017-757:
(1) On page 1, line 14, after “CODE;” insert “WAIVER SUBJECT TO CONDITIONS;” and
(2) On page 1, line 17, after “LAWS;” insert “APPLICANT ACKNOWLEDGEMENT;”; and

(3) On page 2, line 29 ½, insert a new Section 2 to read as follows:

“Section 2.
Waiver Approved Subject to Condition(s). This waiver is approved subject to the following condition(s).  Such conditions control the waiver and may only be amended through a rezoning.
1. If the land is ever subdivided, the access to the property shall be brought up to City standards. A document so stating, approved by the Office of General Counsel, shall be filed in the Public Records of Duval County.

2. The property owner shall be responsible for naming the driveway access according to the Standards of the Planning and Development Department’s Addressing Section.

3. Prior to the first final inspection within any phase of development, the owner or their agent shall submit to the Planning and Development Department for its review and approval either: 
a)  An affidavit documenting that all conditions of the development order have been satisfied, or

b) A detailed agreement for the completion of all conditions of the development order.”
(4) On page 3, line 22 ½, insert a new Section 5 to read as follows:

“Section 5.
Applicant Acknowledgement. The applicant’s agent, Daniel Brower, acknowledged on the record that the applicant is assuming the risk that the east/west easement that will be used to access the subject parcel might become physically blocked through encroachments into that easement in the future.  The agent affirmed that he understood that this would be a private legal matter and that the City of Jacksonville would have no duty to protect the access.”; and

(5) Renumber the remaining Section(s).
(6) On page 1, line 1, amend the introductory sentence to add that the bill was amended as reflected herein.
