ORDINANCE 2017-760
AN ORDINANCE relating to the council rules; AMENDING RULE 3.305 OF THE COUNCIL RULES, PURSUANT TO SECTION 5.08 (PROCEDURES), CHARTER OF THE CITY OF JACKSONVILLE, TO REMOVE RESOLUTIONS APPOINting PERSONS TO CERTAIN ADVISORY BOARDS OR ADVISORY COMMISSIONS FROM BEING ADOPTED AFTER ONLY TWO READINGS; PROVIDING FOR A LIST OF BOARDS AND COMMISSIONS THAT CURRENTLY REQUIRE ONLY TWO READINGS; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.


WHEREAS, following a recommendation and report of the Special Committee on Conducting Jacksonville’s Business, which was impaneled to review the manner in which legislation is enacted and adopted, the City Council amended several provisions of the Council Rules and the Ordinance Code through Ordinance 2006-863-E; and 


WHEREAS, one such amendment to the Council Rules was to allow resolutions appointing persons to certain advisory boards or commissions to only require two readings, while the remainder of the boards and commissions required three readings prior to approval; and

    WHEREAS, since the enactment of Ordinance 2006-863-E, the Council has found that due to its limited application to certain  advisory boards and commissions, the result has been to confuse the public, the appointees, and sometimes to the members of the committee of reference as to when an appointee will come before it;  and


WHEREAS, the Council finds that the expedited pace of such two reading resolutions also makes it difficult for the Council Members to meet with potential appointees to these boards and commissions which then cause scheduling conflicts or in some cases deferral of the resolution at the committee of reference; and


WHEREAS, the Council finds it is in the best interest to the public at large that the process for appointment to advisory boards and advisory commissions be consistent and the Council desires to revise Rule 3.305 of the Council Rules to remove the language allowing for certain limited advisory boards and commissions resolutions to only require two readings; now therefore     

BE IT ORDAINED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:


Section 1.

Council Rule 3.305 Amended. Council Rule 3.305 (Legislation requiring only two readings), Part 3 (Readings), Council Rules, is hereby amended to read as follows:

RULE 3.305
  LEGISLATION REQUIRING ONLY TWO READINGS
(a)
Resolutions which recognize or commend an organization or individual, or recognize or establish a day, week or month in honor of a person or event.
(b)
Resolutions appointing persons to advisory boards or advisory commissions.  A list of those boards and commissions is attached to Ordinance 2006-863-E as Exhibit 2.
(c)(b)
Resolutions approving economic development investment incentives that do not meet the criteria set forth in Rule 3.306, but which have otherwise been determined by the Office of Economic Development staff and the Office of the Mayor to merit consideration, shall only require two readings, so long as the procedural requirements of general law are met and a recommendation by the committee of reference which reviews financial matters (as established in Rule 2.102) has been reported to Council pursuant to Rule 2.204. A copy of the proposed resolution and all pertinent background information shall be provided to the Council Auditor simultaneous to filing with the Legislative Services Division.


Section 2. 
Boards and Commissions Requiring Two Readings.  A list of boards and commissions which currently require only two readings at council is attached hereto as Exhibit 1.

Section 3.  
Effective date.  This ordinance shall become effective upon signature by the Mayor or upon becoming effective without the Mayor’s signature.
