RULE 3.103 INTRODUCTION OF BILLS

(a) Introducer(s) and Sponsor(s). All ordinances and resolutions shall be introduced by individual Council Member(s) or by a Council committee, except as provided in Section 3.106 of the

Ordinance Code. The name of such Council Member(s) or Council committee shall be shown as introducer(s) on the introducer line on the first page of the bill. Additional Sponsor(s) may be added

and identified as sponsor(s), upon their written request, by the Chief of Legislative Services without the necessity for amendment by the Council, and a sponsor may withdraw his/her name from a bill at any time by the Chief of Legislative Services without the necessity for amendment by the Council. Bills may be introduced or co-introduced or sponsored by a committee and a committee may withdraw its name from any bill, with the concurrence of a majority of the committee, at any time without the necessity for amendment by the Council. The Chief of Legislative Services shall ensure that introducers and sponsors are separately indentified identified on the respective agendas of the Council and its committees. The Chief

of Legislative Services shall automatically add all Council Member names to any resolution which recognizes or commends an organization or individual, or recognizes or establishes a day, week or month in honor of a person or event.
