Bill Summary: This bill appropriates $750,000.00 to provide funding for the construction of a backup Emergency Operations Center for the City and Jaxport, as initiated by B.T. 18-018; amends the 2018-2022 Five-year Capital Improvement Program (CIP) approved by Ordinance 2017-505-E to provide funding for the project entitled “909 Haines Street Warehouse – Phase II”; and provides for oversight by the Emergency Preparedness Division.
Background Information: The legislation is requested for the FY17 Port Security Grant contract from the Department of Homeland Security (DHS). The funds will cover Phase II costs of the warehouse to build a backup Emergency Operations Center for the Emergency Preparedness Division and JaxPort. The center will be built in a 5,000 square foot portion of the warehouse. The appropriation is $562,500.00 of grant funds and $187,500.00 of city match funds from the federal programs fund reserve. In the best interest of the community, it is necessary to amend the CIP to eliminate the delay in securing the backup center.
