AN ORDINANCE CONCERNING A CONTINUATION GRANT; APPROPRIATING $750,000 ($562,500.00 IN 2017 PORT SECURITY GRANT FUNDS FROM THE DEPARTMENT OF HOMELAND SECURITY AND A $187,500.00 MATCH FROM THE CITY’S RESERVE FOR FEDERAL PROGRAMS FUND) TO PROVIDE FUNDING FOR THE CONSTRUCTION OF A BACK-UP EMERGENCY OPERATIONS CENTER FOR THE CITY AND JAXPORT, AS INITIATED BY Revised B.T. 18-018; AMENDING THE 2018-2022 FIVE-YEAR CAPITAL IMPROVEMENT PROGRAM APPROVED BY ORDINANCE 2017-505-E TO PROVIDE FUNDING FOR THE PROJECT ENTITLED “909 HAINES STREET WAREHOUSE – PHASE II”; PROVIDING FOR OVERSIGHT BY THE EMERGENCY PREPAREDNESS DIVISION; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.

BE IT ORDAINED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:

Section 1.

Appropriation.  For the 2017-2018 fiscal year, within the City’s budget, there are hereby appropriated the indicated sum(s) from the account(s) listed in subsection (a) to the account(s) listed in subsection (b):

Explanation of Appropriation

The funding above comprises a grant of $562,500.00 from the Department of Homeland Security/Port Security Grant Program and a City match of $187,500.00 from the Reserve for Federal Programs.

Section 2.

Purpose.  The purpose of the appropriation in Section 1 is to fund the cost of Phase II of the warehouse for the Emergency Preparedness Division and JaxPort. Phase I was to enhance pre- and post-incident response capabilities of the City, the Port of Jacksonville, Naval Air Station Jacksonville, and the Marine Logistical Terminal at Blount Island. The grant will merge Phase I and Phase II, taking a 5,000 square foot portion of the warehouse and building in a back-up Emergency Operations Center for both the City and JaxPort to be used in the event of a disaster that affects the port or the surrounding area. This investment directly addresses the National Port Security priority of Regional Coordination and institutionalizes the Regional Security Strategy Integration. A copy of the Award Letter is attached hereto as Exhibit 2.  The period of performance is a three year period from September 1, 2017, through August 31, 2020. Quarterly reports to the Department of Homeland Security are required.
Section 3.

CIP Amendment.  Ordinance 2017-505-E, being the 2018-2022 Five-Year Capital Improvement Program for the City and certain of its independent agencies, is hereby amended to provide funding for the project entitled “909 Haines Street Warehouse – Phase II”. The project is more fully described in the Project Information Sheet, attached hereto as Revised Exhibit 3, labeled as “Revised Exhibit 3, Revised CIP, December 4, 2017 – NCSPHS” and incorporated herein by this reference. The Council finds that the deferral of this amendment of the CIP until the next annual budget and CIP review will be detrimental to the best interests of the community because such deferral will result in a delay in securing a back-up emergency operations center to serve JaxPort and the City in the event of damage to the primary center. Pursuant to Section 122.605(c), Ordinance Code, enactment of this ordinance requires the affirmative vote of two-thirds of the Council members present at the meeting because of the CIP amendment set forth in this section. This ordinance shall constitute an amendment to Ordinance 2017-505-E.  In all other respects, the Five-Year Capital Improvement Program approved by Ordinance 2017-505-E shall continue in full force and effect.
Section 4.

Oversight.

The JFRD Emergency Preparedness Division shall oversee the project described herein.
Section 5.

Effective Date.  This ordinance shall become effective upon signature by the Mayor or upon becoming effective without the Mayor’s signature.
