AN ORDINANCE APPROPRIATING $228,615.97 ($7,627.10 from Council District 6 river city renaissance bonds, $60,004.42 from council district 6 autumn bond account, $99,743.53 from the albert field cell tower revenue and $61,240.92 from planning district 3 open space recreational revenues) TO PROVIDE new playground equipment at losco regional park; PROVIDING FOR OVERSIGHT BY THE PARKS, RECREATION AND COMMUNITY SERVICES DEPARTMENT AND DISBURSEMENT OF FUNDS UPON INVOICES AND ACCOUNTING/REVERTER OF ANY UNSPENT FUNDS; INVOKING THE EXCEPTION OF 126.107(G) (EXEMPTIONS), PART 1 (GENERAL REGULATIONS), CHAPTER 126 (PROCUREMENT CODE), ORDINANCE CODE, FOR THE purchase of playground equipment, removal of existing equipment and installation of new equipment by kompan, inc.; AMENDING THE 2018-2022 FIVE-YEAR CAPITAL IMPROVEMENT PROGRAM APPROVED BY ORDINANCE 2017-505-E TO  PROVIDE FUNDING FOR THE PROJECT ENTITLED “LOSCO Regional park - playground”; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.


BE IT ORDAINED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:


Section 1.

Appropriation.  For the 2017-2018 fiscal year, within the City’s budget, there are hereby appropriated the indicated sum(s) from the account(s) listed in subsection (a) to the account(s) listed in subsection (b):

Explanation of Appropriation. Appropriating $228,615.97 from various accounts ($7,627.10 from Council District 6 River City Renaissance Bonds, $60,004.42 from Council District 6 Autumn Bonds, $99,743.53 from Albert Field Cell Tower Revenue, and $61,240.92 from Planning District 3 Open Space Recreational Revenues to fund the removal and installation of new playground equipment at Losco Regional Park in Council District 6. (Accounting will need to move $61,240.92 of actuals from RPOD1D9HOSF- RC0005-03 for the Planning District 3 Open Space Fees.)     

Section 2.  
Purpose.  The purpose of the appropriation above is to provide funding for the purchase and installation of a new playground at Losco Regional Park and removal of the existing equipment by a vendor, Kompan, Inc. at a total cost of $228,615.97, as identified in Exhibit 2, attached hereto.

Section 3.

Oversight/Disbursement of Funds upon Invoice/ Accounting/Reverter.
  The Mayor is requested to appoint the Parks, Recreation and Community Services Department to oversee the purchase and installation and removal of the playground equipment. Funds shall be disbursed only after invoices for the listed items have been delivered to the Parks, Recreation and Community Services Department. Any funds not utilized for the purposes set forth in this ordinance shall be returned to the fund of origin by September 30, 2018.  
Section 4.

Invoking the exception to Sec. 126.107(g), Ordinance Code.  The City is hereby authorized to procure the purchase and installation of the playground equipment from Kompan, Inc. for the equipment and services described in Exhibit 2. Pursuant to Section 126.107(g) (Exemptions), Part 1 (General Regulations), Chapter 126 (Procurement Code), Ordinance Code, such procurement is exempted from competitive solicitation because the supplies or services are to be provided by those specifically prescribed within authorizing legislation that appropriates the same. With the exception of the foregoing, all other provisions of Chapter 126, Ordinance Code, shall remain in full force and effect.
Section 5.

CIP Amendment. Ordinance 2017-505-E, being the 2018-2022 Five-Year Capital Improvement Program for the City and certain of its independent agencies, is hereby amended to provide funding for the project entitled “Losco Regional Park - Playground.” The project is more fully described in the Project Information Sheet, attached hereto as Exhibit 3 and incorporated herein by this reference. The Council finds that the deferral of this amendment of the CIP until the next annual budget and CIP review will be detrimental to the best interests of the community because it would delay installation of the playground by one year and would adversely impact the residents who utilize this park. Pursuant to Section 122.605(c), Ordinance Code, enactment of this ordinance requires the affirmative vote of two-thirds of the Council members present at the meeting because of the CIP amendment set forth in this section. This ordinance shall constitute an amendment to Ordinance 2017-505-E.  In all other respects, the Five-Year Capital Improvement Program approved by Ordinance 2017-505-E shall continue in full force and effect.
Section 6.

Effective Date. This ordinance shall become effective upon signature by the Mayor or upon becoming effective without the Mayor’s signature.
