ORDINANCE 2017-767
AN ORDINANCE APPROPRIATING $176,023.00 FROM THE TREE PROTECTION AND RELATED EXPENSES TRUST FUND TO PLANT trees AND incidental landscaping under the trees, provide irrigation for the trees, design of the project, PROVIDE construction oversight, AND MAINTENANCE OF TRAFFIC  ON hammond boulevard DURING CONSTRUCTION, NORTH OF MALLORY ROAD, at the interchange on interstate 10 (I-10) and HAMMOND BOULEVARD (“THE I-10/HAMMOND LANDSCAPING PROJECT”), IN COUNCIL DISTRICT 12; PROVIDING FOR THE PUBLIC WORKS DEPARTMENT TO OVERSEE THE PROJECT; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.

BE IT ORDAINED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:


Section 1.

(c) Explanation of Appropriation: $176,023.00 is being transferred from the Tree Protection and Related Expenditures Trust Fund to “I-10/Hammond Landscaping Project”.  

Section 2.

Purpose.
The purpose of the appropriation in Section 1 is to provide funding from the Tree Protection & Related Expenses Trust Fund for the design of the plan, installation of trees and groundcover, irrigation for the trees, warranty for one year, construction oversight, and maintenance of traffic for “the I-10/Hammond Landscaping Project”, in Council District 12, as conceptually described in Exhibit 2. Because Exhibit 2 is conceptual in its landscape design, the specific location of plant material and choice of plant material may change but shall remain consistent with the requirements of the Tree Protection and Related Expenses Trust Fund pursuant to Sec. 111.760, Ordinance Code.

Section 3.

Oversight.

The Mayor is requested to appoint the Public Works Department to oversee the project in Section 2 above and to ensure compliance with all other appropriate laws.
