The Neighborhoods, Community Services, Public Health and Safety Committee offers the following first amendment to File No. 2017-769:
(1) On page 1, line 5, after “ORDINANCE” insert “APPROPRIATING $5,000.00 FROM THE COUNCIL OPERATING CONTINGENCY TO CODE COMPLIANCE TO PROVIDE FOR NOTIFICATION TO AFFECTED PROPERTY OWNERS OF THE LIEN WAIVER AMNESTY PROGRAM;”;

(2) On page 1, line 13, strike “2006-631” and insert “2006-631-E”;

(3) On page 1, line 18, strike “2010-284” and insert “2010-284-E”;

(4) On page 2, line 22½, insert a new Section 1 and 2 to read as follows:

(9) On page 1, line 1, amend the introductory sentence to add that the bill was amended as reflected herein.
