AN ORDINANCE APPROVING AND AUTHORIZING THE MAYOR, OR HIS DESIGNEE, AND CORPORATION SECRETARY TO EXECUTE AND DELIVER A PARTIAL RELEASE OF MORTGAGE(S) PROVIDING A PARTIAL RELEASE OF A MORTGAGE AGAINST THE UNITARIAN UNIVERSALIST CHURCH OF JACKSONVILLE, INC., THUS ALLOWING THE CITY TO CONVEY BY QUITCLAIM DEED A PORTION OF THE CITY’S DRAINAGE EASEMENT RIGHTS ALONG THE ARLINGTON EXPRESSWAY SERVICE ROAD TO THE STATE OF FLORIDA DEPARTMENT OF TRANSPORTATION (FDOT); APPROVING AND AUTHORIZING THE MAYOR, OR HIS DESIGNEE, AND CORPORATION SECRETARY TO EXECUTE AND DELIVER  A CITY QUITCLAIM DEED CONVEYING TO FDOT A PORTION OF THE CITY’S DRAINAGE EASEMENT RIGHTS ALONG THE ARLINGTON EXPRESSWAY SERVICE ROAD, IN COUNCIL DISTRICT 1; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.

BE IT ORDAINED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:

Section 1.

Partial release of mortgage.
There is hereby approved, and the Mayor, or his designee, and the Corporation Secretary are hereby authorized to execute and deliver, the Partial Release of Mortgage(s), in substantially the same form as is attached hereto as Exhibit 1 and incorporated herein by this reference, providing a partial release of a mortgage against the Unitarian Universalist Church of Jacksonville, Inc. The partial release of the mortgage will allow the City to convey by quitclaim deed a portion of the City’s drainage easement rights along the Arlington Expressway service road to the State of Florida Department of Transportation (FDOT). The partial release of the mortgage over a portion of the easement will not leave the City under-collateralized.
Section 2.

Conveyance of drainage easement rights.
There is hereby approved, and the Mayor, or his designee, and the Corporation Secretary are hereby authorized to execute and deliver, a County Quitclaim Deed, in substantially the same form as is attached hereto as Exhibit 2 and incorporated herein by this reference, conveying to FDOT a portion of the City’s drainage easement rights along the Arlington Expressway service road, in Council District 1. The portion of the easement being conveyed contains approximately 3,400 square feet; there are no other utilities in the property. The Right-of-way and Stormwater Maintenance Division is agreeable to the conveyance.

Section 3.

Effective Date.  This ordinance shall become effective upon signature by the Mayor or upon becoming effective without the Mayor's signature.
