ORDINANCE 2017-817-E
AN ORDINANCE DECLARING THAT CERTAIN PARCEL OF REAL PROPERTY, A TAX REVERTED PARCEL located at 0 TEAL STREET, JACKSONVILLE, FLORIA 32209, north of 13th street west, R.E. NUMBER 045573-0000, IN COUNCIL DISTRICT 7 (THE “SUBJECT PARCEL”), TO BE SURPLUS TO THE NEEDS OF THE CITY; AUTHORIZING ITS CONVEYANCE TO THE FLORIDA DEPARTMENT OF TRANSPORTATION AT NO COST AND AUTHORIZING THE MAYOR AND THE CORPORATION SECRETARY TO EXECUTE ANY AND ALL DOCUMENTS NECESSARY FOR SUCH CONVEYANcE IN ACCORDANCE WITH THE PROVISIONS OF SUBPART B (REAL PROPERTY DISPOSITIONS), PART 4 (REAL PROPERTY), CHAPTER 122 (PUBLIC PROPERTY), ORDINANCE CODE; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.

BE IT ORDAINED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:

Section 1.

Declaration of Surplus. The City hereby declares that certain parcel of real property located at 0 Teal Street, Jacksonville, Florida 32209, north of 13th Street West, R.E. Number 045573-0000, in Council District 7 and more particularly described in Exhibit 1, attached hereto and incorporated herein by this reference (the “Subject Parcel”), to be surplus to the needs of the City of Jacksonville. The Subject Parcel is a tax reverted vacant 96’ by 59’ lot that reverted to the City on May 8, 2017, and is assessed at $3,643.00. The Florida Department of Transportation (FDOT) needs the Subject parcel as it is directly adjacent to its existing Interstate 95 right-of-way and will be used for an upcoming interstate widening project. The Real Estate Division has conducted an investigation of “need,” as required by Section 122.422, Ordinance Code, and has determined that no “need” exists for the Subject Parcel by either the City or any independent agency other than FDOT. A copy of the certificate from the Chief of Real Estate for the surplus of real property, required by Rule 3.102 (Preparation of Bills), is attached hereto as Exhibit 2.

Section 2.


Authorization of conveyance in accordance with Chapter 122.
There is hereby authorized the conveyance of the Subject Parcel to FDOT at no cost in accordance with Section 122.421(b), Ordinance Code. The Mayor, or his designee, and the Corporation Secretary are authorized to execute all documents necessary to convey the Subject Parcel.
Section 3.

Effective Date.  This ordinance shall become effective upon signature by the Mayor or upon becoming effective without the Mayor's signature.
