An ordinance appropriating A $500,000.00 CULTURAL facilities GRANT FROM THE STATE OF FLORIDA DEPARTMENT OF STATE, DIVISION OF CULTURAL AFFAIRS FOR LIGHTING, WEIGHT ROOM, AND MUSEUM IMPROVEMENTS AT JAMES P. SMALL PARK, AS INITIATED BY b.t. 18-026; PROVIDING A CARRYOVER OF FUNDS INTO FISCAL YEAR 2018-2019; APPROVING, AND AUTHORIZING THE MAYOR, OR HIS DESIGNEE, AND THE CORPORATION SECRETARY TO EXECUTE AND DELIVER, ON BEHALF OF THE CITY, THE AGREEMENT BETWEEN THE STATE OF FLORIDA, DEPARTMENT OF STATE, AND THE CITY OF JACKSONVILLE; PROVIDING FOR CITY OVERSIGHT BY THE DEPARTMENT OF PARKS, RECREATION AND COMMUNITY SERVICES; providing an effective date.
Be it ordained by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:

Section 1.

Explanation of Appropriation
The funding above is a Cultural facilities Grant from the State of Florida Department of State, Division of Cultural Affairs. This reimbursement funding is nonrecurring and requests for additional recurring funds are prohibited.
Section 2.

Carryover.

The funds appropriated in Section 1 of this ordinance shall not lapse but shall carryover into fiscal year 2018-2019.
Section 3.

Purpose.  The purpose of the appropriation in Section 1 is to provide funding for lighting, weight room, and museum improvements at James P. Small Park. Improvements will be made to the Negro League Museum that will more appropriately tell the story of the museum and African American community and protect artifacts associated with the culture and history of the ball park. Additionally, a renovated fitness center will facilitate conditioning of athletes at Edward Waters College and Stanton College Preparatory baseball teams and provide a great asset to the community. Field lighting will create the safe, standard lighting associated with high school and college games. 
Section 4.

Approval and authorization.
There is hereby approved, and the Mayor, or his designee, and the Corporation Secretary are hereby authorized to execute and deliver on behalf of the City the Agreement between the State of Florida Department of State, Division of Cultural Affairs, and the City of Jacksonville, placed on file with the Office of legislative Services.
Section 5.

Oversight.

The Department of Parks, Recreation and Community Services shall oversee the project described herein.
Section 6.

Effective Date.  This ordinance shall become effective upon signature by the Mayor or upon becoming effective without the Mayor’s signature.
