ORDINANCE 2017-861-E
AN ORDINANCE amending 2015-340-E to revise the policy FOR THE EXPENDITURE OF FUNDS deposited in the foreclosed property registry to allow the funds to also be used for GAP FUNDING FOR new construction projects; providing for retroactive applicability; providing for directive to legislative services; REQUESTING one cycle emergency passage; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.

WHEREAS, the Housing & Community Development Division of the Planning and Development Department has established a policy for the expenditure of funds deposited in the Foreclosed Property Registry consistent with the purpose of combatting blight, particularly in neighborhoods and communities inordinately impacted by the mortgage foreclosure crisis, and to counteract the deterioration of properties in the registry and to reduce the devaluation of surrounding properties caused by deteriorating properties subject to mortgage foreclosure; and 

WHEREAS, Ordinance 2015-340-E enacted on June 9, 2015, adopted the policy on the expenditure of funds deposited in the Foreclosed Property registry; now therefore 

BE IT ORDAINED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:


Section 1. 
Amendment to Ordinance 2015-340-E. Exhibit 1 of Ordinance 2015-340-E is hereby amended and replaced with the Revised Policy for the expenditure of funds deposited in the Foreclosed Property Registry, attached hereto and incorporated by reference herein as Exhibit 1. The Revised Policy for the expenditure of funds deposited in the Foreclosed Property Registry replaces the original policy attached as Exhibit 1 approved by Ordinance 2015-340-E. The policy is being revised to also allow the funds to be used for gap funding for new construction. 

Section 2.

Retroactive applicability. This ordinance shall be retroactive in application so that the amendment adopted herein shall be effective as if it were contained in the original enabling Ordinance 2015-340-E.
Section 3.

All other aspects of Ordinance 2015-340-E unchanged. With the exception of Section 1 of this Ordinance, in all other respects Ordinance 2015-340-E shall remain unchanged and in full force and effect.
Section 4. 
Directive to Legislative Services Division. The Legislative Services Division is hereby directed to place a copy of this legislation in the corresponding legislative file for 2015-340-E. 

Section 5.

Requesting one cycle emergency passage pursuant to Council Rule 4.901 Emergency. One cycle emergency passage of this legislation is requested. The nature of the emergency is that the Council is appropriating funds in Ordinance 2017-764, which will be administered pursuant to the policy. The Updated policy will allow funds appropriated in 2017-764 to include the terms of the new policy.

Section 6. 
Effective Date.  This ordinance shall become effective upon signature by the Mayor or upon becoming effective without the Mayor’s signature.
