AN ORDINANCE APPROPRIATING $290,000.00 FROM THE SISTERS CREEK PARK MAINTENANCE AND IMPROVEMENTS TRUST FUND TO PROVIDE ADDITIONAL FUNDING TO ADDRESS THE NEEDS OF THE SISTERS CREEK DOCK IMPROVEMENT PROJECT, AS INITIATED BY B.T. 18-033; AMENDING THE 2018-2022 FIVE-YEAR CAPITAL IMPROVEMENT PROGRAM APPROVED BY ORDINANCE 2017-505-E TO PROVIDE ADDITIONAL FUNDING FOR THE PROJECT ENTITLED “SISTERS CREEK MARINA/BOAT RAMP”; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.

BE IT ORDAINED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:

Explanation of Appropriation

The funding above comprises a transfer of $290,000.00 from the Sisters Creek Park Maintenance and Improvements Trust Fund (PRPM1D9) to the Florida Inland Navigation District (FIND) account for the Sisters Creek Dock Improvement Project (RPCP331FIND 06505 PR0109 04 RCC033 16). Any residual funds contributed by the Trust Fund will return to the fund of origin upon completion of the Project.
Section 2. 
Purpose.  The purpose of the appropriation in Section 1 is to provide additional funding to address the needs of the Sisters Creek Dock Improvement Project. The appropriation will allow the FIND grant Project to move forward and be completed by the 2018 Jacksonville Kingfish Tournament. The Project moves the existing floating docks outward to deeper water. The Project will result in reduced maintenance costs for the docks since the Project will correct a problem that currently requires constant repairs. The Project needs to be completed by the FIND grant deadline of September 30, 2018. A copy of the FIND Project Agreement has been placed on file with the Office of Legislative Services.
Section 3.

CIP Amendment.  Ordinance 2017-505-E, being the 2018-2022 Five-Year Capital Improvement Program for the City and certain of its independent agencies, is hereby amended to provide additional funding for the project entitled “Sisters Creek Marina/Boat Ramp.” The Project is more fully described in the Project Information Sheet, attached hereto as Exhibit 2 and incorporated herein by this reference. The Council finds that the deferral of this amendment of the CIP until the next annual budget and CIP review will be detrimental to the best interests of the community because such deferral could result in the Project’s not being completed by the time of the annual Kingfish Fishing Tournament in July and/or the grant deadline of September 30, 2018. Pursuant to Section 122.605(c), Ordinance Code, enactment of this ordinance requires the affirmative vote of two-thirds of the Council members present at the meeting because of the CIP amendment set forth in this section. This ordinance shall constitute an amendment to Ordinance 2017-505-E.  In all other respects, the Five-Year Capital Improvement Program approved by Ordinance 2017-505-E shall continue in full force and effect.
Section 4.
