Bill Summary: This bill is an appropriation of funds; $100,000 will be transferred from de-appropriated CIP projects to the Neighborhoods Department, Mosquito Control Division.
Background Information: The purpose of the appropriation is to provide additional funding for the purchase of a mosquito control helicopter. These funds will assist with purchasing a helicopter from Brown Helicopter, Inc. for the Mosquito Control Division. The sale price is $895,000 for the helicopter, additional expenses associated with the purchase will be paid to King Aircraft Title, Inc. to pay the escrow fee of $900.00, filing service fee of 55.00 and the FAA & IRMA title searches for $370.00 for a total of $1,325.00. Botco, Inc. will be paid an estimated $2,375 to ferry the helicopter to the Mosquito Control Division in Jacksonville. This amount covers jet fuel expenses of $500.00, travel costs of $375, and pilot fee expenses of $1.500.
