Section 1.

(c) Explanation of Appropriation - The funding above is being appropriated from the Tree Protection and Related Expenditures Trust Fund (Ordinance Fund – 15F) for a tree planting project in various locations in Downtown Jacksonville ($38,821.76) and on Harts Road medians between Dunn Avenue and 10901 Harts Road ($23,718.27).

Section 2.

Purpose.
The purpose of the appropriation in Section 1 is to provide funding from the Tree Protection & Related Expenses Trust Fund (Ordinance Fund – 15F) for the site preparation and planting of 8 Phoenix Date Palms in Downtown Jacksonville (4 along Riverside Avenue, 2 along Adams Street West, 1 along Forsyth Street West, and 1 along Monroe Street) and 5 Phoenix Date Palms on Harts Road medians between Dunn Avenue and 10901 Harts Road, in Council District 7, as more fully described in Exhibit 2. 

Section 3.

Oversight.
 The Mayor is requested to appoint the Public Works Department to oversee the project in Section 2 above and to ensure compliance with all other appropriate laws.


Section 4.

Procurement Directive for Tree Planting Utilizing the Continuing Contract of Davey Tree Company. The City is hereby authorized to procure the services of Davey Tree Company to perform the tree planting and one year of maintenance in accordance with continuing contract 7660.01, which is valid through September 30, 2018 and has capacity, to purchase, plant and maintain the 13 trees as more specifically described in Exhibit 2 in Downtown Jacksonville and on Harts Road medians between Dunn Avenue and 10901 Harts Road.
