ORDINANCE 2018-8-E
AN ORDINANCE APPROVING AND AUTHORIZING THE MAYOR, OR HIS DESIGNEE, AND CORPORATION SECRETARY TO EXECUTE AND DELIVER THE PROJECT PARTNERSHIP AGREEMENT BETWEEN THE DEPARTMENT OF THE ARMY AND CITY OF JACKSONVILLE, FLORIDA FOR BIG FISHWEIR CREEK, DUVAL COUNTY, FLORIDA PROJECT; PROVIDING FOR OVERSIGHT BY THE ENGINEERING AND CONSTRUCTION MANAGEMENT DIVISION OF THE DEPARTMENT OF PUBLIC WORKS; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.


BE IT ORDAINED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:


Section 1.

Partnership Agreement approved and execution authorized.  There is hereby approved, and the Mayor, or his designee, and Corporation Secretary are hereby authorized to execute and deliver, the Project Partnership Agreement between the Department of the Army and City of Jacksonville, Florida for Big Fishweir Creek, Duval County, Florida Project, in substantially the same form as has been placed on file with the Office of Legislative Services (the “Project”). The Project is necessary because urbanization, including encroachment along the banks of Big Fishweir Creek, and sediment transported by storm events have covered the natural creek bottom. This has caused a degradation of the natural habitat of the creek and creek banks. Big Fishweir Creek, which is classified by the Florida Department of Environmental Protection as a Florida Class III Waterbody, should be swimmable and fishable but in its current condition it is not. The United States Army Corps of Engineers sponsored Project will remove sediment buildup and nuisance and invasive vegetation, plant native emergent vegetation, and reconnect wetlands in Big Fishweir Creek from U.S. 17 to the St. Johns River. The removal of contaminated sediments and the restoration of the natural ecosystem will enhance and help improve the health of the St. Johns River.

Section 2.

Oversight.
    The Engineering and Construction Management Division of the Department of Public Works shall oversee the project described herein.
