ORDINANCE 2018-10-E
AN ORDINANCE APPROVING AND AUTHORIZING, IN ACCORDANCE WITH SECTION 122.421(b), ORDINANCE CODE: 1) CONVEYANCE TO THE FLORIDA DEPARTMENT OF TRANSPORTATION (FDOT) OF PARCEL 108 THROUGH A CITY QUITCLAIM DEED FOR THE FDOT UNIVERSITY BOULEVARD INTERSECTIONS IMPROVEMENT PROJECT (THE “PROJECT”); 2) SUBORDINATION OF UTILITY EASEMENTS TO FDOT FOR THE PROJECT; 3) SUBORDINATION OF RIGHTS-OF-WAY TO FDOT FOR THE PROJECT; 4) GRANT OF PERPETUAL EASEMENT TO FDOT FOR THE PROJECT; AND, 5) GRANT OF TEMPORARY CONSTRUCTION EASEMENTS TO FDOT FOR THE PROJECT;  PROVIDING FOR OVERSIGHT BY THE REAL ESTATE DIVISION OF THE DEPARTMENT OF PUBLIC WORKS; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.

BE IT ORDAINED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:

Section 1.

Conveyance of fee parcel approved.  There is hereby approved, in accordance with Section 122.421(b), Ordinance Code, the conveyance by City Deed to the Florida Department of Transportation (FDOT) of Parcel 108, an 812 square foot fee parcel located near the intersection of University Boulevard and Lawrence Place and more particularly delineated in the City Quitclaim Deed, in substantially the same form attached hereto as Exhibit 1 and incorporated herein by this reference. Parcel 108 is needed as part of the FDOT University Boulevard Intersections Improvement Project (the “Project”) to relocate Lawrence Place farther north, away from the University Boulevard and Atlantic Boulevard intersection, thus providing a safer connection to University Boulevard. Parcel 108 is also needed for the addition of a right turn lane from northbound University Boulevard to eastbound Atlantic Boulevard. The Mayor and the Corporation Secretary are hereby authorized to execute the City Quitclaim Deed conveying Parcel 108 to FDOT and all other documents necessary or appropriate to convey Parcel 108 to FDOT. 
Section 2.

Approval and authorization of subordination of utility easements.
There is hereby approved, and the Mayor and Corporation Secretary are authorized to execute and deliver on behalf of the City in accordance with Section 122.421(b), Ordinance Code, the Subordination of City Utility Interests, in substantially the same form attached hereto as Exhibit 2 and incorporated herein by this reference, and all documentation necessary to subordinate to the interest of FDOT i) a utility easement in Parcel 100, Parts A, B, and C, and ii) a utility easement in Parcel 107A. The utility easements are located off University Boulevard South. Parcel 100A, B, and C and Parcel 107A are needed for the addition of a right turn lane from northbound University Boulevard to eastbound Atlantic Boulevard.                                                                                                       
Section 3.

Approval and authorization of subordination of rights-of-way.

There are hereby approved, and the Mayor and Corporation Secretary are authorized to execute and deliver on behalf of the City in accordance with Section 122.421(b), Ordinance Code, the Subordination Agreements, in substantially the same form attached hereto as Exhibits 3, 4, 5, 6, 7, and 8, and incorporated herein by this reference, and all documentation necessary to subordinate to the interest of FDOT, rights-of-way in Parcels 101, 104, 105, 107, 110, and 806, respectively. The rights-of-way are needed for the Project. Parcel 101 is needed for the addition of a right turn lane from northbound University Boulevard to eastbound Atlantic Boulevard. Parcels 104 and 105 are needed for the addition of a left turn lane from westbound Atlantic Boulevard to southbound University Boulevard. Parcel 107 is needed to extend the existing right turn lane from southbound University Boulevard to westbound Atlantic Boulevard. Parcel 110 is needed to relocate Lawrence Place farther north, away from the University and Atlantic intersection. Parcel 806 is needed for signalization, lighting, and ADA improvements.  
Section 4.

Approval and authorization of grant of perpetual easement.
There is hereby approved, and the Mayor and Corporation Secretary are authorized to execute and deliver on behalf of the City in accordance with Section 122.421(b), Ordinance Code, a Perpetual Easement, in substantially the same form placed on file with the Office of Legislative Services, granting to FDOT perpetual easements over Parcel 800, Parts A, B, C, D, E, F, G, H, I J, K, and L, all within the right-of-way of University Boulevard South (Richards Street, Mt. Carmel Terrace, Terry Road, Kennerly Road, Booth Road, and Bartram Road). Parcels 800A – L are needed for the construction and maintenance of signalization features within the rights-of-way of the connection city streets.
Section 5.

Approval and authorization of temporary easements.
There are hereby approved, and the Mayor and the Corporation Secretary are authorized to execute and deliver on behalf of the City in accordance with Section 122.421(b), Ordinance Code: i) a Temporary Easement, in substantially the same form attached hereto as Exhibit 9 and incorporated herein by this reference, granting to FDOT a temporary construction easement in, over, and under Parcel 708, Parts A, B, C, and D; and, ii) all documentation necessary to grant such temporary construction easement.
Section 6.

Oversight.

The Real Estate Division of the Department of Public Works shall oversee the projects described herein. 
Section 7.

Effective Date.  This ordinance shall become effective upon signature by the Mayor or upon becoming effective without the Mayor's signature.
