ORDINANCE 2018-11
AN ORDINANCE RESTATING THE INTENT OF THE COUNCIL THAT A REDEVELOPMENT AGENCY FOR WHAT IS NOW KNOWN AS “KING/SOUTEL CROSSING” WAS PREVIOUSLY CREATED, THAT SINCE 2008 THE AGENCY HAS BEEN COMPRISED OF THE JACKSONVILLE CITY COUNCIL MEMBERS, THAT A COMMUNITY REDEVELOPMENT AREA WAS DEFINED AND AMENDED OVER TIME, THAT A TRUST FUND WAS CREATED TO RECEIVE TAX INCREMENT FUNDS BASED ON THE 2008 TAX YEAR AND THE AREA, AND THAT A COMMUNITY REDEVELOPMENT AREA PLAN WAS APPROVED IN 2008; PROVIDING A DIRECTIVE TO THE OFFICE OF GENERAL COUNSEL TO REVISE CHAPTER 500 OF THE JACKSONVILLE ORDINANCE CODE TO CLARIFY THE POWERS, PROCEDURE, AND LEGAL DESCRIPTIONS OF THE KINGSOUTEL CROSSING COMMUNITY REDEVELOPMENT AGENCY (“CRA”), AS WELL AS THE JACKSONVILLE INTERNATIONAL AIRPORT CRA AND THE RENEW ARLINGTON CRA; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.


WHEREAS, On December 12, 2017, the members of the Jacksonville City Council, sitting as the KingSoutel Crossing Community Redevelopment Agency Board adopted KSC/CRA Resolution 2017-06, attached hereto as Exhibit 1, which restates the history of the creation of the Area, the Plan, the Trust Fund supported by the tax increment district made up of the Area, and the intent to create a separate Agency, made up of the members of the City Council, for the KingSoutel Crossing Community Redevelopment Area.  Designation of the members of the City Council as the members of the Agency Board was done pursuant to Section 163.357, F.S.; and

WHEREAS, pursuant to Jacksonville City Council Resolution 2016-623-A, the City Council accepted the recommendation of the KingSoutel Crossing Community Redevelopment Agency Board that the then current Council President would serve as the Chair of the KingSoutel Crossing Community Redevelopment Agency; and 


WHEREAS, pursuant to Jacksonville City Council Resolution 2016-624-A, the City Council accepted the recommendation of the KingSoutel Crossing Community Redevelopment Agency Board that the then current District Council Member would serve as the Board Vice Chair; and 

WHEREAS, because over time the name has changed from “Soutel/Moncrief Retail Redevelopment Area” to the current “KingSoutel Crossing,” and the area was adopted and then enlarged in 2008 at the same time the Trust Fund was created, it is beneficial to clarify the name, the area and the agency; and

WHEREAS, unfortunately a scrivener’s error went unnoticed in Ordinance 2008-919-E
that erroneously restated that the Jacksonville Economic Development Commission (“JEDC”) was to be the community redevelopment agency for the KingSoutel Area, when in fact the City Council had declared itself, pursuant to Section 163.537, Florida Statutes, to be the “agency,” and the JEDC was to act only as City staff to the Agency; and

WHEREAS, since that time, the JEDC has acted only as staff to the Agency; and

WHEREAS, in order to codify the clarification, Chapter 500 of the City Ordinance Code should be revised to provide for the structure of authority of the  KingSoutel Crossing Community Redevelopment Agency, as well as the Jacksonville International Airport Community Redevelopment Agency and the Renew Arlington Redevelopment Agency, all as Dependent Special Districts pursuant to Chapter 189, Florida Statutes, and as Community Redevelopment Agencies pursuant to Chapter 163, Part III, Florida Statutes, as well as the City’s Home Rule authority pursuant to the Jacksonville Charter, now therefore


BE IT ORDAINED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:


Section 1.

Restating intent to create Agency.  Pursuant to Section 163.357, Florida Statutes, the Jacksonville City Council declares that the members of the City Council shall be the members of the KingSoutel Crossing Community Redevelopment Agency (“KingSoutel Crossing CRA”).  Said Agency shall carry out the community redevelopment purposes of the KingSoutel Crossing Community Redevelopment Area Plan, utilizing the tax increment funds generated within the community redevelopment area along with any other funds appropriated to it through the Agency’s approved annual budget or by separate City Council appropriation ordinance to the Agency’s Trust Fund. The Agency is classified as a Dependent Special District pursuant to  Chapter 189, Florida Statutes.

Section 2.

Directive to revise Chapter 500, Ordinance Code.  The Office of General Counsel is directed to revise Chapter 500, Ordinance Code to clarify and codify the authority, process and procedure to be used by the Community Redevelopment Agencies as Dependent Special Districts that are governed by the members of the City Council including the existing Jacksonville International Airport CRA, the KingSoutel Crossing CRA, and the Renew Arlington CRA, and other Community Redevelopment Agencies that may be created in the future, in carrying out the redevelopment purposes as stated in Chapter 163, Part III, Florida Statutes. The revision will include at least the following for the Agencies:

(1)  geographic boundary;
(2)  purpose, powers, functions, and duties;
(3)  membership;

(4)  method for financing the Trust Fund; and
(5)  procedure for authorizing or appropriating funds.

Section 3.

Effective Date.
   This ordinance shall become effective upon signature by the Mayor or upon becoming effective without the Mayor’s signature.
