Introduced by the Council President at the request of the KingSoutel Crossing Community Redevelopment Agency Board:

ORDINANCE 2018-13-E
An ordinance APPROPRIATING $547,115.00 BY TRANSFERRING $547,115.00 FROM KINGSOUTEL CRA PLAN AUTHORIZED PROJECTS – RESERVES TO SOUTEL/KING/TID/CRA CAPITAL PROJECTS – OTHER CONSTRUCTION IN ORDER TO PROVIDE FUNDING FOR THE GATEWAY SOUTEL NORFOLK PROJECT, AS INITIATED BY B.T. 18-031; PROVIDING FOR CARRYOVER TO AVOID LAPSE IF PROJECT IS NOT COMPLETED UNTIL 2020; providing an effective date.


WHEREAS, on December 12, 2017 the KingSoutel Community Redevelopment Agency Board (“KingSoutel CRA Board”) adopted Resolution KSC/CRA 2017-07 requesting the Jacksonville City Council appropriate $547,115 from Plan Authorized Projects as the final amount toward the total estimated cost of $1,386,626 for the Gateway Soutel Norfolk Project, now therefore

Be it ordained by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:


Section 1.

Appropriation.  For the 2017-2018 fiscal year, within the City’s budget, there are hereby appropriated the indicated sum(s) from the account(s) listed in subsection (a) to the account(s) listed in subsection (b):

Explanation of Appropriation
The funding above comprises a transfer of $547,115.00 from KingSoutel CRA Plan Authorized Projects – Reserves to Soutel/King/TID/CRA Capital projects – Other Construction. The amount of $458,373 was appropriated in the KingSoutel Crossing proposed 2017/2018 budget (Subfund 186) to be used for the Gateway Soutel Norfolk Project. At the time of consideration, the Project exceeded the boundary limits of the Community Redevelopment Area and legislation was needed to expand the right-of-way by 1,100 linear feet before the final amount of $547,115 could be transferred to the Project. Pursuant to Chapter 163, Part III, Florida Statutes, the City Council approved Resolution 2017-608-A, which found that the blighting conditions continue to exist in the proposed boundary expansion. The City Council has now approved Ordinance 2018-12-E to adopt the 2017 Update of the KingSoutel Crossing Redevelopment Plan, and incorporate the additional 1,100 linear feet of right-of-way into the Redevelopment Area.  The funds are now being transferred into the appropriate account to be applied to Project costs. There is no match requirement.
Section 2. 
Purpose.  
The purpose of the appropriation above is to provide funding for the Gateway Soutel Norfolk Project. A copy of Resolution KSC/CRA – 2017-07, which contains the Scope of Services for the project concepts approved by the CRA Agency Board on December 12, 2017, is attached hereto as Exhibit 2.
Section 3.

Carryover.  The funds appropriated in this ordinance shall not lapse but shall carryover to fiscal year 2019-2020, or until the project is completed, whichever is sooner.


Section 4.

Effective Date.  

This ordinance shall become effective upon signature by the Mayor or upon becoming effective without the Mayor’s signature.
