RESOLUTION 2018-21
A RESOLUTION APPROVING THE CRIMINAL JUSTICE MENTAL HEALTH AND SUBSTANCE ABUSE REINVESTMENT GRANT, FINAL PROGRAM REPORT, FOR THE PERIOD OF MAY 1, 2014 - OCTOBER 31, 2017, PURSUANT TO THE GRANT REQUIREMENTS OF THE FLORIDA DEPARTMENT OF CHILDREN AND FAMILIES; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.


WHEREAS, in 2014, the City of Jacksonville was a recipient of a $1.2 million, three-year grant from the Florida Department of Children and Families (the “Department”) known as the Criminal Justice Mental Health and Substance Abuse Reinvestment Grant (“CJMHSA”); and

WHEREAS, the primary goal of the CJMHSA grant is of identifying and referring youth, with mental health or substance use problems who could benefit from diversion and services in an effort to prevent them from entering into the juvenile justice system by providing support services; and 


WHEREAS, the grant was for the period of May 1, 2014 - October 31, 2017 and a final program report was required to be submitted to the Department following the grant period; and 


WHEREAS, the Department also requires that the county’s legislative body be responsible for approving the CJMHSA Final Program Report prior to submission to the Department; and


WHEREAS, the Jacksonville Children’s Commission Board of Directors took action on December 13, 2017 to approve the CJMHSA Final Program Report for submission to the City Council; now, therefore


BE IT RESOLVED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:


Section 1.

Approval of the Criminal Justice Mental Health and Substance Abuse Reinvestment Grant, Final Program Report. The  Criminal Justice Mental Health and Substance Abuse Reinvestment Grant, Final Program Report, for the period of May 1, 2014 - October 31, 2017, required by the Florida Department of Children and Families, and described on Exhibit 1, attached hereto and incorporated herein by this reference (the “Report”), is approved for submission to the Florida Department of Children and Families for the purpose of complying with the grant requirements. The Jacksonville Children’s Commission Board of Directors met on December 13, 2017 and approved submission of the Final Program Report to the City Council in compliance with the grant requirements.
