RESOLUTION 2018-23
A RESOLUTION HONORING AND COMMENDING THE PHILIPPINE NURSES ASSOCIATION OF NORTHEAST FLORIDA FOR ITS COMMITMENT TO THE PROFESSIONAL DEVELOPMENT OF ITS MEMBERS AND ITS CONTRIBUTION IN IMPROVING HEALTHCARE IN THE COMMUNITY; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.


WHEREAS, the Philippine Nurses Association of Northeast Florida, Inc. (PNANEF) was formerly known as Filipino-American Nurses Association of Northeast Florida (FANANEF). It was established on May 23, 2004 through the collaborative leadership of twelve Filipino nurses with the sole objective of creating a professional organization to call their own that would unite the Filipino nurses. In 2006, PNANEF became an official chapter of the Philippine Nurses Association of America (PNAA) and the eleventh chapter in the South Central Region. The officers and members of PNANEF are well known for their strong representation at the various conventions and their ability to promote a number of local leaders to serve at the regional and national levels; and


WHEREAS, PNANEF has made a significant impact within the community and towards the advancement of its members’ personal and professional development. The organization provides networking, educational and scholarship opportunities, global outreach programs, as well as, opportunities to broaden members' skills in research, leadership, nursing recognition, succession planning and social interactions; and


WHEREAS, for the past 13 years, PNANEF has increased its membership, created new partnerships, initiatives, scholarships, and an array of incentives and outreach programs that promote and embrace the positive force of Filipino-American nurses and their culture of learning. These efforts include, but not limited to, launching the website, starting a scholarship grant, supporting Christ the King Clinic’s outreach program, implementing an awards and recognition program, and volunteering at local high schools and clinical laddering programs. Among the many outstanding efforts of the organization, sponsoring PNAA Gawad Kalinga Village in Piel, Bulacan, and the establishment of the PNANEF Volunteer Health Clinic is a testament of the commitment and appreciation of PNANEF members in giving back to the community where they live.
