RESOLUTION 2018-24-A
A RESOLUTION HONORING AND CONGRATULATING THE WILLIAM RAINES HIGH SCHOOL VIKINGS FOOTBALL TEAM ON WINNING THE 2017 FLORIDA CLASS 4A STATE CHAMPIONSHIP; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.


WHEREAS, only one Duval County public high school has ever won an FHSAA-sanctioned state football championship – the Raines High School Vikings in 1997; and


WHEREAS, after 20 years of attempting to return to the mountaintop, including a loss in the championship game in 2015, the Raines Vikings capped a magical 2017 season with their second state championship by defeating Cocoa High School to finish the season with a 13-1 record; and


WHEREAS, after being an offensive juggernaut during the regular season and throughout the playoffs, scoring 35 or more points in 10 consecutive games, Raines’ championship was largely won by means of outstanding defense performance, holding the defending champion Cocoa Tigers, a team that had averaged 58 points per game throughout the playoffs, to only 10 points in a 13-10 Vikings win; and

WHEREAS, despite suffocating the Tigers with a stout defense the Vikings trailed 10-6 in the fourth quarter before the offense, led by senior quarterback Ivory Durham, IV, marched 82 yards to grind out a title-clinching drive in the waning minutes, including three clutch third-down conversions along the way; and

WHEREAS, outstanding seasons by Head Coach Deran Wiley, his staff and players have brought tremendous excitement and pride to the City of Jacksonville and are worthy of recognition and commendation; now therefore


BE IT RESOLVED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:

The City of Jacksonville hereby honors and congratulates the Raines High School Vikings football team, Head Coach Deran Wiley, his staff, the players, the school administration, staff and students, and all Raines fans on the outstanding achievement of winning Duval County’s second public high school football championship, and extends its best wishes to all involved for continued academic and athletic success in the future.
