RESOLUTION 2018-26-A
A RESOLUTION COMMENDING THE FLORIDA DEPARTMENT OF TRANSPORTATION DISTRICT TWO FOR CREATING THE FDOTree OUTREACH PROGRAM; providing for a directive to legislative services to circulate the Resolution; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.


WHEREAS, Florida’s Department of Transportation(FDOT) District Two is comprised of nearly 12,000 square miles, with more than 1.9 million residents in eighteen Northeast Florida counties; and


WHEREAS, FDOT District Two created FDOTree, an initiative designed to foster the conservation of the scenic, natural flora of Florida landscapes during transportation projects. Utilizing a team of landscape architects committed to roadway beautification, landscape planning now makes up 1.5% of each construction budget and is included in the early stages of project development, prior to construction; and


WHEREAS, FDOTree has two primary missions, to establish landscaping as an integral part of roadway design and to provide information to the public regarding state projects that environmentally impact the community. While FDOT coordinates the construction and maintenance of numerous state roads, FDOTree strives to balance construction and growth with protection of the local ecology; and 

WHEREAS, FDOTree has two upcoming interstate roadway projects in Jacksonville, which include the planting of sustainable, native plants and trees species, irrigation and the installation of fountains. These bold landscaping projects are focused on cost effective aesthetics with minimal long term maintenance. These roadway enhancement projects will appeal to both visitors and residents by highlighting the natural beauty for which Florida is known; now therefore


BE IT RESOLVED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:


Section 1.

The City of Jacksonville hereby commends FDOT District Two for the FDOTree program and for its long-term commitment to protecting the roadway landscapes of Northeast Florida. The City appreciates the endeavors of the FDOTree program to conserve existing plant life and include public participation in the assessment of the environmental impact of transportation projects.
