AN ORDINANCE TRANSFERRING $250,000.00 FROM THE FLEET MANAGEMENT – EMRGNCY DIESEL GENERATOR, WATER ST PARKING GARAGE RENOVATION, YATES BLDG – GARAGE STRUCTURAL ISSUES, AND FACILITIES CAPITAL MAINTENANCE – GOV’T PROJECTS TO THE CONVENTION CENTER CHILLER REPLACEMENT PROJECT  TO PROVIDE FUNDING FOR THE REPLACEMENT OF A CHILLER AT THE PRIME OSBORN CONVENTION CENTER, AS INITIATED BY B.T. 18-036; AMENDING THE 2018-2022 FIVE-YEAR CAPITAL IMPROVEMENT PROGRAM APPROVED BY ORDINANCE 2017-505-E TO REDUCE FUNDING FOR THE PROJECTS ENTITLED “FLEET MANAGEMENT – EMRGNCY DIESEL GENERATOR,” “WATER ST PARKING GARAGE RENOVATION,” “YATES BLDG – GARAGE STRUCTURAL ISSUES,” AND “FACILITIES CAPITAL MAINTENANCE – GOV’T” TO PROVIDE FUNDING FOR THE PROJECT ENTITLED “CONVENTION CENTER CHILLER REPLACEMENT”; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.

BE IT ORDAINED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:

Section 1.

Appropriation.  For the 2017-2018 fiscal year, within the City’s budget, there are hereby appropriated the indicated sum(s) from the account(s) listed in subsection (a) to the account(s) listed in subsection (b):

Explanation of Appropriation

The funding above comprises a transfer of $250,000.00 from the Fleet Management – Emrgncy Diesel Generator, Water St Parking Garage Renovation, Yates Bldg – Garage Structural Issues, and Facilities Capital Maintenance – Gov’t Projects to the Convention Center Chiller Replacement Project. Once the Convention Center Chiller Replacement Project is completed, any remaining funds from this transfer shall revert back to the subfunds within the Facilities Capital Maintenance – Gov’t Project listed in the reversion of funds section.
Section 2. 
Purpose.  The purpose of the appropriation in Section 1 is to fund the replacement of a chiller at the Prime Osborn Convention Center (the “Center”). The Center has a total of four chillers, three 400 ton chillers and one 100 ton chiller. All of the chillers are original equipment and after evaluation it has been determined that the best course of action at this time is to replace one of the 400 ton chillers and to make repairs to another one of the 400 ton chillers. Three of the projects from which remaining balances are being reappropriated (Fleet Management – Emrgncy Diesel Generator, Water St Parking Garage Renovation, and Yates Bldg – Garage Structural Issues) have been completed. Reappropriation of the remaining balances from these completed projects will allow Public Works to utilize its financial resources as optimally as possible.  
Section 3.

CIP Amendment.  Ordinance 2017-505-E, being the 2018-2022 Five-Year Capital Improvement Program for the City and certain of its independent agencies, is hereby amended to reduce funding for the projects entitled “Fleet Management – Emrgncy Diesel Generator,” “Water St Parking Garage Renovation,” “Yates Bldg – Garage Structural Issues,” and “Facilities Capital Maintenance – Gov’t” and to provide funding for the project entitled “Convention Center Chiller Replacement.” The Projects are more fully described in the Project Information Sheets, attached hereto as Exhibit 2 and incorporated herein by this reference. The Council finds that the deferral of this amendment of the CIP until the next annual budget and CIP review will be detrimental to the best interests of the community because such deferral will result in unnecessary delay in completing the needed repairs. Pursuant to Section 122.605(c), Ordinance Code, enactment of this ordinance requires the affirmative vote of two-thirds of the Council members present at the meeting because of the CIP amendment set forth in this section. This ordinance shall constitute an amendment to Ordinance 2017-505-E.  In all other respects, the Five-Year Capital Improvement Program approved by Ordinance 2017-505-E shall continue in full force and effect.
Section 4.

Effective Date.  This ordinance shall become effective upon signature by the Mayor or upon becoming effective without the Mayor’s signature.
