AN ORDINANCE CONCERNING A CONTINUATION GRANT; APPROVING, AND AUTHORIZING THE MAYOR, OR HIS DESIGNEE, AND THE CORPORATION SECRETARY TO EXCUTE AND DELIVER ON BEHALF OF THE CITY PROJECT AGREEMENT AMENDMENTS TO AGREEMENTS BETWEEN THE CITY AND THE FLORIDA INLAND NAVIGATION DISTRICT (FIND) FOR THE PROJECTS ENTITLED COUNTY DOCK BOAT RAMP, SISTERS CREEK Dock Redesign, TILLIE FOWLER KAYAK LAUNCH, JOE CARLUCCI DOCK EXTENSION, AND METRO PARK DOCK REPLACEMENTS (THE “PROJECTS”) TO EXTEND THE TERM OF EACH OF THE PROJECTS FOR ONE ADDITIONAL YEAR SO AS TO ALLOW FOR COMPLETION OF THE RESPECTIVE PROJECTS; PROVIDING FOR OVERSIGHT BY THE DEPARTMENT OF PARKS, RECREATION AND COMMUNITY SERVICES; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.

BE IT ORDAINED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:

Section 1.

Project Agreement Amendments approved and execution authorized. There are hereby approved, and the Mayor or his designee are hereby authorized to execute and deliver on behalf of the City, Project Agreement Amendments to Agreements between the City and the Florida Inland Navigation District (FIND) for the Projects entitled: County Dock Boat Ramp (DU-JA-15-139); Sisters Creek Dock Redesign (DU-JA-15-140); Tillie Fowler Kayak Launch (DU-JA-15-142); Joe Carlucci Dock Extension (DU-JA-15-145); and, Metro Park Dock Replacements (DU-JA-15-146) (together the “Projects”). Ordinance 2016-141-E appropriated funds for, and authorized grant execution of, the Projects. The FIND grant agreements for each of the Projects require an amendment extending the term of the respective Projects for one additional year to complete the Projects. The Project Agreement Amendments are attached hereto as Exhibit 1.  
Section 2.

Departmental Oversight.
The Department of Parks, Recreation and Community Services shall oversee the projects described herein and shall submit quarterly status reports on all active FIND grants to FIND and the Waterways Commission.
Section 3.
