RESOLUTION 2018-59-A
A RESOLUTION HONORING AND COMMENDING RIVER CITY SCIENCE ACADEMY ON 10 YEARS OF INNOVATION AND COMMITMENT TO THE EDUCATIONAL SUCCESS OF JACKSONVILLE’S STUDENTS, PARTICULARLY IN THE STEM (SCIENCE, TECHNOLOGY, ENGINEERING AND MATHEMATICS) CURRICULUM; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.


WHEREAS, River City Science Academy (RCSA) is celebrating its 10th anniversary as a successful charter school in Jacksonville, Florida serving more than 2,500 students across four campuses; and


WHEREAS, River City Science Academy (RCSA) provides an advanced curriculum with a STEM (Science, Technology, Engineering, Mathematics) focus for grades Kindergarten through 12th grade in a nurturing and caring environment; and


WHEREAS, the National Research Council and the National Science Foundation report that fields associated with STEM subjects are collectively considered the core technological underpinnings of an advanced society; and
WHEREAS, RCSA’s unique academic program provides custom learning paths and fosters critical thinking, innovative technology and both competitive and cooperative learning experiences; and 

WHEREAS, by providing a rigorous academic setting, RCSA allows students to gain the confidence and knowledge necessary for them to pursue excellence in their endeavors beyond the classroom; and 

WHEREAS, RCSA is recognized as the first High Performing Charter School by the Florida Department of Education in Duval County, and the first charter school to earn an A school grade; and


WHEREAS, RCSA students have consistently earned Science Olympiad state and regional honors; and


WHEREAS, RCSA encourages local economic growth by employing more than 250 individuals; now therefore


BE IT RESOLVED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:


Section 1.

The City of Jacksonville hereby honors and commends River City Science Academy on 10 years of educational innovation and commitment to the STEM education of Jacksonville’s youth, preparing them for higher education and for the careers of tomorrow. The City extends its best wishes to the faculty, staff and students of RCSA for continued academic success.
