ORDINANCE 2018-82-E
AN ORDINANCE APPROPRIATING $173,025.00 FROM TRAIL RIDGE LANDFILL MITIGATION FUNDS to provide funding for improvements to Baldwin middle-senior High School ($98,525), a storage building at the Maxville Senior Center ($20,000), signage at the current location of  Mamie Agnes jones elementary School ($27,000) and fencing installation at the location formerly known as Mamie agnes jones elementary school for the town of baldwin ($27,500); PROVIDING FOR OVERSIGHT BY THE PARKS, RECREATION AND COMMUNITY SERVICES DEPARTMENT, DISBURSEMENT OF FUNDS UPON INVOICES, AND ACCOUNTING/REVERTER OF ANY UNSPENT FUNDS; INVOKING THE EXCEPTION OF 126.107(G) (EXEMPTIONS), PART 1 (GENERAL REGULATIONS), CHAPTER 126 (PROCUREMENT CODE), ORDINANCE CODE, TO ALLOW FOR REIMBURSEMENT TO BALDWIN BOOSTER CLUB FOR PURCHASE OF ENDZONE CAMERA; providing that fencing at former location of mamie agnes jones elementary school is contingent upon transfer of land to the town of baldwin; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.


BE IT ORDAINED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:


Section 1.

Appropriation. For the 2017-2018 fiscal year, within the City’s budget, there are hereby appropriated the indicated sum(s) from the account(s) listed in subsection (a) to the account(s) listed in subsection (b):

(c) Explanation of Appropriation – The funding above is appropriating $173,025 from Trail Ridge Landfill Mitigation funds for improvements to Baldwin Middle-Senior High School ($98,525), a storage building at the Maxville Senior Center ($20,000), signage at the current location of Mamie Agnes Jones Elementary School ($27,000), and installation of fencing at former location of Mamie Agnes Jones Elementary School for the Town of Baldwin ($27,500).

Section 2.  
Purpose.  The purpose of this appropriation is to provide funding from the Trail Ridge Landfill Mitigation Fund to provide funding for Baldwin Middle-Senior High School for the purchase and installation of bleachers for $28,000.00, for purchase and installation of a new wall sign for $3,025.00, for purchase and installation of new batting cages and removal of existing batting cages for $49,500.00, purchase and installation of two baseball/softball scoreboard signs for a total cost of $13,600.00, reimbursement to the Baldwin Booster Club in the amount of $4,400 for the purchase of an endzone camera, $20,000.00 for the construction of a storage building at the Maxville Senior Center, $27,000.00 for signage at the current location of Mamie Agnes Jones Elementary School, and for the cost and installation of a fence for the Town of Baldwin at property known as the former Mamie Agnes Jones Elementary in the amount of $27,500.00, for a total cost of $173,025.00, as identified in Exhibit 2, attached hereto.
Section 3.

Oversight/Disbursement of Funds may exceed Projected Costs/Accounting/Reverter. The Mayor is requested to appoint the Parks, Recreation and Community Services Department (the “Department”) to oversee the purchase and installation of the improvements. The Department shall bid all projects except for that equipment set forth in Section 4 below, and Duval County School Board shall assist with project management. The Department may allocate funding for any of the projects listed in Exhibit 2 in an amount more or less than the projected costs shown in Exhibit 2 so long as the total costs of the project do not exceed the appropriated amount of $173,025.00. The Accounting Division is hereby authorized to transfer funds from one project to another to effectuate this so long as the total costs appropriated herein have not been exceeded.  Any funds not utilized for the purposes set forth in this ordinance shall be returned to the fund of origin by September 30, 2018.  
Section 4.

Invoking the exception to Sec. 126.107(g), Ordinance Code.  The City is hereby authorized to reimburse Baldwin Booster Club for the expenditure of $4,400.00 for an endzone camera, which has already been purchased by the Baldwin Booster Club, as described in Exhibit 2. Funds shall be disbursed only after the final billing invoice for the endzone camera has been delivered to the Parks, Recreation and Community Services Department. Pursuant to Section 126.107(g) (Exemptions), Part 1 (General Regulations), Chapter 126 (Procurement Code), Ordinance Code, such procurement is exempted from competitive solicitation because the supplies or services are to be provided by those specifically prescribed within authorizing legislation that appropriates the same. With the exception of the foregoing, all other provisions of Chapter 126, Ordinance Code, shall remain in full force and effect.
Section 5.
   Fencing at former Mamie Agnes Jones Elementary contingent on transfer of land to Town of Baldwin.
Funding for the installation of the fence proposed at the property formerly known as the Mamie Agnes Jones Elementary School is contingent upon the conveyance of the property, currently owned by the Duval County School Board, to the Town of Baldwin. Should the conveyance by the Duval County School Board to the Town of Baldwin not occur within 180 days, the proposed fencing shall not be installed on the subject property.

Section 6.

Effective Date. This ordinance shall become effective upon signature by the Mayor or upon becoming effective without the Mayor’s signature.
