AN ORDINANCE APPROVING, AND AUTHORIZING THE MAYOR, OR HIS DESIGNEE, AND CORPORATION SECRETARY TO EXECUTE AND DELIVER, OUTLEASE NO. 101-ORP-2017-09-3 BETWEEN THE UNITED STATES OF AMERICA, BY AND THROUGH THE U. S. DEPARTMENT OF VETERANS AFFAIRS (LESSOR), AND THE CITY OF JACKSONVILLE (LESSEE), SAID LEASE BEING FOR A TERM OF TEN (10) YEARS, FROM JULY 29, 2018, THROUGH JULY 28, 2028, WITH NO OPTION TO RENEW, FOR THE 18.96 ACRE MODEL AIRCRAFT FLYING FIELD AND THE 3.21 BALL PARK AT LANNIE ROAD AT NO CHARGE; PROVIDING FOR OVERSIGHT BY THE DEPARTMENT OF PARKS, RECREATION AND COMMUNITY SERVICES; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.


BE IT ORDAINED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:


Section 1.

Lease agreement approved and execution authorized.  There is hereby approved, and the Mayor, or his designee, and Corporation Secretary are hereby authorized to execute and deliver, Outlease No. 101-ORP-2017-09-3 between the United States of America, by and through the U. S. Department of Veterans Affairs (Lessor), and the City of Jacksonville (Lessee), in substantially the same form placed on file with the Office of Legislative Services (the “Lease”).  Said Lease is for a term of ten (10) years, from July 29, 2018, through July 28, 2028, with no option to renew, for the 18.96 acre model aircraft flying field and the 3.21 ball park at Lannie Road at no charge. Upon execution of the Lease, the Department of Parks, Recreation and Community Services (“PRCS”) plans to enter into a license agreement with an organization to manage the model aircraft flying field at no charge. No improvements are planned for the flying field or the ball park.

Section 2.

Oversight.

PRCS shall oversee the project described herein.
