ORDINANCE 2018-87
AN ORDINANCE REGARDING THE BRIDGE OF NORTHEAST FLORIDA, Inc., AND THE REQUIREMENTS OF CHAPTER 118 (CITY GRANTS), ORDINANCE CODE; FORGIVING THE BRIDGE FOR ANY DEFICIENCIES IN submitting ITS ANNUAL audit REPORT REQUIRED BY SECTIONs 118.201(f) and 118.202(B), Ordinance code, FOR city FISCAL YEARS 2015-2016 AND 2016-2017, AND FOR CONTRACTUAL VIOLATIONS RELATED TO FINANCIAL REPORTING FOR FISCAL YEARS 2015-2016 AND 2016-2017; DIRECTING THE REMOVAL OF THE BRIDGE FROM THE COUNCIL AUDITOR’S NON-COMPLIANCE LIST; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.
WHEREAS, The Bridge of Northeast Florida, Inc. (“The Bridge”), is a not-for-profit agency that has provided children’s services to the children in the City of Jacksonville, and has, in the past, received miscellaneous appropriations, public service grants and children services grants through the Jacksonville Children’s Commission that affected the services to the Jacksonville community; and
WHEREAS, The Bridge has historically provided the described public services effectively, with honesty, integrity, and without complaint; and
WHEREAS, The Bridge received a grant Contract No. 9258-102 in the 2015-2016 fiscal year, and received an extension of the grant in the 2016-2017 fiscal year, for the purposes of providing services to children; and
WHEREAS, in regards to their city grant, Sections 118.201(f) and 118.202(b), Ordinance Code, required The Bridge to provide an audit report in accordance with Generally Accepted Auditing Standards (GAAS); and 

WHEREAS, The Bridge ceased to be in existence on June 30, 2017, and the duties and obligations under the grant were undertaken by the subcontractor, the Boys and Girls Club; and

WHEREAS, as a result of the Council Auditor’s Office not receiving an audit report for their fiscal year ending June 30, 2017, The Bridge was placed on a “non-compliance” list which precluded The Bridge from receiving City appropriations for the services performed by the Boys and Girls Club; and

WHEREAS, legislation is required to remove The Bridge from the Council Auditor’s non-compliance list; and 
WHEREAS, the Council finds that removal of The Bridge from the non-compliance list is in the public interest; now therefore

BE IT ORDAINED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:


Section 1.

Removal from Non-Compliance List. The City of Jacksonville hereby forgives The Bridge of Northeast Florida, Inc. for any reporting deficiencies that may have occurred with regard to the City Fiscal Years 2015-2016 and 2016-2017 contracts, as well as for contractual violations related to financial reporting for fiscal years 2015-2016 and 2016-2017 and directs the Council Auditor to remove The Bridge from the non-compliance list.

Section 2.

Effective Date.  This Ordinance shall become effective upon signature by the Mayor or upon becoming effective without the Mayor's signature.
