ORDINANCE 2018-89
AN ORDINANCE AUTHORIZING THE MAYOR, OR HIS DESIGNEE, and THE CORPORATION SECRETARY TO EXECUTE AN Agreement between THE CITY of jacksonville AND perimeter realty, inc. for the naming rights of 9A/Baymeadows regional park and providing for renaming of park to “fort family regional park at baymeadows”; pROVIDING FOR OVERSIGHT BY THE Parks, recreation and community services department; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.

WHEREAS, the 9A/Baymeadows Regional Park (“Park”) is a 51.90 acres, more or less, City-owned park located at 8000 Baymeadows Road East in Council District 11; and 


WHEREAS, Perimeter Realty, Inc., a Florida profit corporation, desires to provide for an annual contribution of $100,000 each year for up to ten (10) years, with the option to renew for additional and successive five (5) year periods, in exchange for the naming rights to the 9A/Baymeadows Regional park and related facilities; and


WHEREAS, it is in the interest of and for the benefit to the citizens of Jacksonville for the City of Jacksonville to enter into a naming rights agreement with Perimeter Realty, Inc., so that additional funds may be expended at the Park for maintenance, improvement, and enhancement; now therefore

BE IT ORDAINED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:


Section 1.

Approval and Authorization to Execute Naming Rights Agreement. The Mayor, or his designee, and the Corporation Secretary, are hereby authorized to execute an agreement between the City of Jacksonville and Perimeter Realty, Inc., in substantially the same form attached hereto as Exhibit 1 and incorporated herein by this reference, for naming rights at 9A/Baymeadows Regional Park. Upon execution of the Naming Rights Agreement and contribution of the annual contribution, the 9A/Baymeadows Regional Park shall be known as the “Fort Family Regional Park at Baymeadows.” Perimeter Realty, Inc. shall be responsible for all costs related to replacement of existing signage and any new signage permitted.
Section 2. 
Oversight. 
The Mayor is requested to designate the Parks, Recreation and Community Services Department to oversee the agreement in Section 1 above and to ensure compliance with all other appropriate laws.
Section 3.

Effective Date.  This ordinance shall become effective upon signature by the Mayor or upon becoming effective without the Mayor’s signature.
