RESOLUTION 2018-90-A
A RESOLUTION COMMENDING AND CONGRATULATING JACKSONVILLE NATIVE BRIAN DAWKINS ON HIS ELECTION TO THE PRO FOOTBALL HALL OF FAME; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.


WHEREAS, Jacksonville native Brian Dawkins was a star football player at William Raines High School and later at Clemson University before being drafted by the Philadelphia Eagles in the second round of the 1996 NFL Draft; and


WHEREAS, Brian Dawkins played 16 outstanding seasons as a safety in the NFL, 13 with the Eagles and 3 with the Denver Broncos, and was known as a fearsome blitzer and tackler; and
WHEREAS, Mr. Dawkins was a 9-time Pro Bowl selection and 5-time All-Pro, was named to the NFL’s All-Decade team for the 2000’s, and is the only defensive player in NFL history to accumulate more than 25 each of interceptions (37), sacks (26) and forced fumbles (36) while playing for the dominant Eagles defenses of that decade; and 

WHEREAS, Brian Dawkins, who returned to the Eagles organization after his retirement as an executive in football operations, was recently elected to the Pro Football Hall of Fame in the class of 2018, becoming the first Jacksonville native elected to the Hall since Bob Hayes in 2009 and the first of the two dozen Raines Vikings who have played in the NFL to be so enshrined; and 


WHEREAS, Mr. Dawkins’ selection is the culmination of a tremendous career and has brought great pride and excitement to Raines High School and the City of Jacksonville; now therefore


BE IT RESOLVED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:


Section 1.

The City of Jacksonville hereby commends and congratulates Brian Dawkins on his recent election to the Pro Football Hall of Fame and also extends its congratulations to his long-time team and current employer, the Philadelphia Eagles, for their victory in Super Bowl LII, the first-ever Super Bowl championship for the Eagles franchise.
