RESOLUTION 2018-91-A
A RESOLUTION HONORING AND CONGRATULATING THE JACKSONVILLE JAGUARS ON AN OUTSTANDING SEASON CULMINATING IN THE AFC CHAMPIONSHIP GAME; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.


WHEREAS, after several consecutive disappointing seasons, the Jacksonville Jaguars engineered a remarkable turnaround in 2017-18 and produced one of the finest seasons in team history; and


WHEREAS, under the leadership of new head coach Doug Marrone and with the return of Jaguars legendary former head coach Tom Coughlin as Executive Vice President of Football Operations to join General Manager Dave Caldwell in the front office, the Jaguars increased their regular season win total from 3-13 in 2016 to 10-6 and an AFC South Division championship in 2017; and


WHEREAS, hosting their first playoff game since 1999, the Jags defeated the Buffalo Bills 10-3 in a defensive slugfest, then outgunned the Pittsburgh Steelers on the road by a 45-42 score to reach the AFC Championship game for the first time since 1999; and
WHEREAS, despite an agonizingly close 24-20 loss to the New England Patriots, the Jacksonville Jaguars can look with pride on the rejuvenation of the franchise in 2017 and will surely join the legion of Jags fans in looking forward to next season with eager anticipation of continued progress toward the goal of building a consistent playoff team that can challenge for a Super Bowl title in the near future; and 

WHEREAS, the Jags’ magical playoff run ignited fan fever and a spirit of excitement and civic pride not seen in Jacksonville since the city hosted the Super Bowl in 2005, generated a substantial economic impact from purchases by excited fans, and put Jacksonville’s passion and pride on display for a national audience; now therefore


BE IT RESOLVED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:

The City of Jacksonville hereby honors and congratulates the Jacksonville Jaguars on their outstanding turnaround season with a final record of 12-7, culminating in a tremendous run to the AFC Championship Game. The City commends Jaguars owner Shad Khan, President Mark Lamping, General Manager Dave Caldwell, Executive Vice President of Football Operations Tom Coughlin, Head Coach Doug Marrone, and all the players, coaches and staff on a tremendously successful season and extends its very best wishes for continued and even greater success in the seasons to come.
