AN ORDINANCE APPROPRIATING $101,750 ($50,875.00 MATCHING GRANT FROM THE FLORIDA DEPARTMENT OF AGRICULTURE and Consumer Services THROUGH THE FLORIDA FOREST SERVICE (FFS) DIVISION and a City in-kind contribution of $50,875) TO FUND A STUDY TO DEMONSTRATE HOW THE MANAGEMENT OF THE CITY’S URBAN FOREST CAN BE USED AS A STORMWATER BEST MANAGEMENT PRACTICE WHEN INTEGRATED INTO THE EXISTING STORMWATER MANAGEMENT PROGRAM, AS INITIATED BY Revised B.T. 17-134; APPROVING, AND AUTHORIZING THE MAYOR, OR HIS DESIGNEE, AND THE CORPORATION SECRETARY TO EXECUTE AND DELIVER, THE AGREEMENT BETWEEN THE CITY OF JACKSONVILLE AND GREEN INFRASTRUCTURE CENTER, INCORPORATED (GIC) AND ANY EXTENSIONS OR RENEWALS THEREOF; APPROVING, AND AUTHORIZING THE MAYOR, OR HIS DESIGNEE, AND THE CORPORATION SECRETARY TO EXECUTE AND DELIVER THE FEDERAL FINANCIAL ASSISTANCE SUBRECIPIENT AGREEMENT BETWEEN THE FLORIDA DEPARTMENT OF AGRICULTURE AND CONSUMER SERVICES, FOR AND ON BEHALF OF THE FLORIDA FOREST SERVICE, AND THE CITY OF JACKSONVILLE AND ANY EXTENSIONS OR RENEWALS THEREOF; INVOKING THE EXCEPTION OF SECTION 126.107(G) (EXEMPTIONS), PART 1 (GENERAL REGULATIONS), CHAPTER 126 (PROCUREMENT CODE), ORDINANCE CODE, TO DIRECT CONTRACT WITH GREEN INFRASTRUCTURE CENTER, Inc. FOR professional services for the study; PROVIDING FOR OVERSIGHT BY THE PUBLIC WORKS DEPARTMENT; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.


BE IT ORDAINED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:

Section 1.

Appropriation.  For the 2017-2018 fiscal year, within the City’s budget, there is hereby appropriated the indicated sum from the account listed in subsection (a) to the account listed in subsection (b):

Explanation of Appropriation.

The funding above consists of a matching grant of $50,875 from the Florida Department of Agriculture and Consumer Services through the Florida Forest Service (FFS) Division and a City in-kind contribution of $50,875.
Section 2.

Purpose.
The purpose of the appropriation in Section 1 is to provide funding for a study to demonstrate how the management of the City’s urban forest can be used as a stormwater best management practice when integrated into the existing stormwater management program. The grant allows the City to use the monetary value of in-kind services provided by its personnel and volunteer hours provided by its engineering consultant, ET&M, to achieve a 50/50 match.
Section 3.

Agreement with Green Infrastructure Center, Inc. approved and execution authorized.
There is hereby approved, and the Mayor or his designee, and the Corporation Secretary are hereby authorized to execute and deliver, the Agreement between the City of Jacksonville and Green Infrastructure Center, Incorporated (GIC), in substantially the same form placed Revised On File with the Office of Legislative Services, and any extensions or renewals thereof. The grant specifically requires that the professional services for the study be provided by GIC. GIC, a 501(c)(3) that works with local governments, communities, and regional planning organizations, land trusts and developers to evaluate their green infrastructure assets and develop plans to conserve them, uses economic analysis, mapping, and land use planning and asset assessment needed by communities to protect and restore their natural assets, specifically green infrastructure.
Section 4.
Invoking the exception to Sec. 126.107(g), Ordinance Code.  The City is hereby authorized to procure the use of the professional services of Green Infrastructure Center, Inc. for the study. Pursuant to Section 126.107(g) (Exemptions), Part 1 (General Regulations), Chapter 126 (Procurement Code), Ordinance Code, such procurement is exempted from competitive solicitation because the supplies or services are to be provided by those specifically prescribed within authorizing legislation that appropriates the same. With the exception of the foregoing, all other provisions of Chapter 126, Ordinance Code, shall remain in full force and effect.  

Section 5.

Federal Financial Assistance Subrecipient Agreement approved and execution authorized.  There is hereby approved, and the Mayor, or his designee, and the Corporation Secretary are hereby authorized to execute and deliver, the Federal Financial Assistance Subrecipient Agreement between the Florida Department of Agriculture and Consumer Services, for and on behalf of the Florida Forest Service (FFS), and the City of Jacksonville, in substantially the same form placed Revised On File with the Office of Legislative Services (the “Subrecipient Agreement”), and any extensions or renewals thereof. Pursuant to the Subrecipient Agreement, FFS will provide funding for the cost of GIC’s services and establish the in-kind services to be provided by the City.

Oversight.
 The Department of Public Works shall oversee the project described herein.
