ORDINANCE 2018-106-E
AN ORDINANCE APPROPRIATING $325,000 FROM THE FLORIDA DEPARTMENT OF LAW ENFORCEMENT TO PROVIDE GRANT FUNDING FOR THE SHOT-SPOTTER PILOT PROGRAM; APPROVING, AND AUTHORIZING THE MAYOR, OR HIS DESIGNEE, AND CORPORATION SECRETARY TO EXECUTE AND DELIVER ON BEHALF OF THE CITY, THE GRANT AWARD AGREEMENT BETWEEN THE FLORIDA DEPARTMENT OF LAW ENFORCEMENT AND THE CITY OF JACKSONVILLE; PROVIDING FOR CITY OVERSIGHT BY THE NARCOTICS AND VICE SECTION OF THE JACKSONVILLE SHERIFF’S OFFICE; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.


BE IT ORDAINED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:


Section 1.

Appropriation.

Explanation of Appropriation

The funding above is grant funding from the Florida Department of Law Enforcement. No match is required. 
Section 2.

Purpose.
The purpose of the appropriation in Section 1 is to provide grant funding for the Shot-Spotter Pilot Program. The grant funds will be used to reimburse the City for the purchase of 80 Shot-Spotter sensors and associated hardware. The grant period is July 1, 2017, through June 30, 2018. A copy of the Grant Award is attached hereto as Exhibit 2.
Section 3.

Approval and authorization. 
There is hereby approved, and the Mayor, or his designee, and the Corporation Secretary are hereby authorized to execute and deliver on behalf of the City the Grant Award Agreement between the Florida Department of Law Enforcement and the City of Jacksonville, attached hereto as Exhibit 3 and incorporated herein by this reference.

Section 4.

Oversight department.
The Narcotics and Vice Section of the Jacksonville Sheriff’s Office shall oversee the project described herein.

Effective Date. This ordinance shall become effective upon signature by the Mayor or upon becoming effective without the Mayor’s signature.
