Bill Summary: This bill appropriates $250,000.00  from Public Parking Subfund 412 to provide funding for sprinkler repairs at the Main Library Parking Garage, as initiated by B.T. 18-046; amends the 2018-2022 Five-Year Capital Improvement Program approved by Ordinance 2017-505-E to provide funding for the project entitled “Main Library Parking Garage Sprinkler System Repair”.
Background Information: This appropriation is needed to repair and make operational five (5) complete dry pipe sprinkler systems, one on each level, in the Main Library Garage at 33 West Duval Street. The sprinkler systems will require a fully functioning Nitrogen Generator System, which is included in this project. The functioning system must meet all requirements of the currently adopted National Fire Protection Association (NFPA) 13, Standard for the Installation of Sprinkler Systems, the 5 Edition Florida Fire Prevention Code, and all other applicable codes. Deferral of this amendment of the CIP until the next annual budget and CIP review will be detrimental to the best interest of the community because such deferral will result in the unnecessary delay of completing the needed repairs and could jeopardize the safety of the parking garage patrons.
