ORDINANCE 2018-112-E
An ordinance appropriating $7,252.00 ($6,216.00 FROM THE CITY OF ATLANTIC BEACH AND $1,036.00 FROM THE CITY OF NEPTUNE BEACH) TO THE NPDES PERMIT SERVICES – BEACHES ACCOUNT  TO PROVIDE FUNDING FOR ENHANCED MONITORING AND ASSESSMENT OF WATER QUALITY FOR THE THREE CITIES OF ATLANTIC BEACH, NEPTUNE BEACH, AND JACKSONVILLE, AS INITIATED BY b.t. 18-050; PROVIDING A CARRYOVER OF FUNDS INTO FISCAL YEAR 2018-2019; APPROVING AND AUTHORIZING THE MAYOR, OR HIS DESIGNEE, AND THE CORPORATION SECRETARY TO EXECUTE AND DELIVER ON BEHALF OF THE CITY THE INTERLOCAL AGREEMENT BETWEEN THE CITY OF JACKSONVILLE, THE CITY OF ATLANTIC BEACH, AND THE CITY OF NEPTUNE BEACH FOR NPDES PERMIT SERVICES AND FEE, AND ANY AMENDMENTS THERETO; PROVIDING FOR CITY OVERSIGHT BY THE NEIGHBORHOODS DEPARTMENT’S ENVIRONMENTAL QUALITY DIVISION; providing an effective date.
Be it ordained by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:

Section 1.

Appropriation.  For the 2017-2018 fiscal year, within the City’s budget, there are hereby appropriated the indicated sum(s) from the account(s) listed in subsection (a) to the account(s) listed in subsection (b):

Explanation of Appropriation
The funding comprises a transfer of $6,216.00 from the City of Atlantic Beach and $1,036.00 from the City of Neptune Beach to the NPDES Permit Services – Beaches Account.  
Section 2.

Carryover.

The funds appropriated in Section 1 of this ordinance shall not lapse but shall carryover into fiscal year 2018-2019.
Section 3.

Purpose.  The purpose of the appropriation in Section 1 is to provide funding for enhanced monitoring and assessment of water quality for the three cities of Atlantic Beach, Neptune Beach, and Jacksonville, as required in the co-permittee Monitoring and Assessment Plan (MAP). Atlantic Beach, Neptune Beach, and Jacksonville are co-permittees under the National Pollutant Discharge Elimination System (NPDES) Permit. For several decades, Jacksonville’s Environmental Quality Division (EQD) has monitored water quality countywide, providing historical support for the beaches meeting former NPDES permit requirements. The current permit issued in 2016 required the submittal of a MAP to determine how the Basin Management Action Plans are performing in achieving water quality. The MAP was submitted to the Florida Department of Environmental Protection on September 21, 2017. The new monitoring plan contains additional monitoring and analyses not included previously in the EQD annual program. The two beaches communities each have agreed to fund the additional costs of water quality monitoring by entering into an Interlocal Agreement with Jacksonville.     
Section 4.

Approval and authorization.
There is hereby approved, and the Mayor, or his designee, and the Corporation Secretary are hereby authorized to execute and deliver on behalf of the City the Interlocal Agreement between the City of Jacksonville, the City of Atlantic Beach, and the City of Neptune Beach for NPDES Permit Services and Fees, attached hereto as Exhibit 2 and incorporated herein by this reference, and any amendments thereto. 
Section 5.

Oversight.

The Neighborhoods Department’s EQD shall oversee the project described herein.
Section 6.

Effective Date.  This ordinance shall become effective upon signature by the Mayor or upon becoming effective without the Mayor’s signature.
