Bill Summary: This bill appropriates $135,000.00 From Air Pollution Tag Fee Fund Balance to the Air Pollution Tag Fee Operating Account, as initiated by B.T. 18-055.
Background Information:  The appropriation will ensure the continuous operation of the City’s Air Monitoring Network. Several pieces of equipment are needed to maintain compliance standards. The existing trailers at the Kooker Park site must be replaced with new trailers. Air monitoring equipment is necessary to utilize as a backup system to minimize the loss of data during required equipment maintenance. Air Toxic Gas Standards must be purchased to replace expired standards.  Also, maintenance of the air monitoring network must be purchased to comply with the National Ambient Air Quality Standards.
