ORDINANCE 2018-119
AN ORDINANCE CONCERNING THE FISCAL YEAR 2017-2018 BUDGET FOR THE DOWNTOWN INVESTMENT AUTHORITY (“DIA”) AS COMMUNITY REDEVELOPMENT AGENCY FOR THE TWO DOWNTOWN CRAS; AMENDING ORDINANCE 2017-504-E (THE CITY OF JACKSONVILLE BUDGET ORDINANCE for 2017-2018) TO REVISE THE DIA BUDGET TO APPROPRIATE AN ADDITIONAL $798,663 TO THE “Riverplace Blvd/Museum Cir to Prudential Dr” PROJECT; AMENDING ORDINANCE 2017-504-E TO REALLOCATE REVENUE WITHIN THE DIA SOUTHSIDE COMMUNITY REDEVELOPMENT AREA PLAN BUDGET; PROVIDING for A CARRYOVER OF FUNDS inTO THE 2018-2019 FISCAL YEAR; REQUESTING ONE-CYCLE EMERGENCY PASSAGE; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.

WHEREAS, Ordinance 2017-504-E, which included the 2017-2018 fiscal year budget for the DIA was enacted by Council on September 26, 2017, and became effective October 1, 2017; and
WHEREAS, on February 21, 2018, the DIA Board approved Resolution 2018-02-04, which amended its approved 2017-2018 budget to amend certain budget line items to appropriate an additional $798,663 to the “Riverplace Blvd/Museum Cir to Prudential Dr” project (the “Project”), previously approved by Ordinance 2014-580-E, to cover the shortfall in funds previously budgeted; and

WHEREAS, the DIA Resolution is attached hereto as Exhibit 1 (the “DIA Resolution”); now therefore 

BE IT ORDAINED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:

Section 1.  
Amending 2017-504-E, 2017-2018 Budget Ordinance, to revise the Southside CRA budget as approved by the DIA CRA Board.  Ordinance 2017-504-E, is hereby amended, in part, to revise the Southside Community Redevelopment Area 2017-2018 budget. The revised DIA CRA 2017-2018 budget as approved by the DIA CRA Board is attached hereto as Exhibit 2, and are by this reference, made a part of Ordinance 2017-504-E and replaces the Southside CRA budget that is currently a part of that Ordinance. 
Section 2.

Appropriation.  For the 2017-2018 fiscal year, within the City’s budget, there are hereby appropriated the indicated sum(s) from the account(s) listed in subsection (a) to the account(s) listed in subsection (b):

(c) Explanation of Appropriation

The funding above is being transferred to the Riverplace Blvd/Museum Cir to Prudential Dr project to cover budget shortfalls.
Section 3.

Purpose.  The amended budget changes approved by the DIA CRA Board referenced in Section 1 above provide the following changes to the original budget for the 2017-2018 fiscal year: appropriate $194,210 in project interest earnings to the Project; transfer $172,000 from the previously appropriated South Bank Retail Enhancement Program to the Project; transfer $276,653 from the previously appropriated South Bank Parking Program to the Project; and transfer $155,800 from the previously appropriated South Bank Professional Services line item to the Project.
Section 4. 
Carryover. The reallocated funds budgeted in the 2017-2018 fiscal year referenced in the DIA Resolution shall not lapse at the end of the current fiscal year but shall carry over into fiscal year 2018-2019.
Section  5.
Requesting One-Cycle Emergency Passage Pursuant to Council Rule 4.901 Emergency. One cycle emergency passage of this legislation is requested. The nature of the emergency is that the bid for the Project was opened December 6, 2017, and the City has 120 days to negotiate and enter into a contract with the successful bidder and requires budgeted and appropriated funds to the Project.

Effective Date.

This Ordinance shall become effective upon signature by the Mayor, or upon becoming effective without the Mayor’s signature.
