AN ORDINANCE DECLARING property LOCATED AT 0 45TH STREET WEST, R.E. NO(s) 022615-0000 AND 022643-0000, BETWEEN ORANT STREET AND MARY ROSE LANE, IN COUNCIL DISTRICT 8, TO BE SURPLUS TO THE NEEDS OF THE CITY; RECOGNIZING DISPOSITION OF THE SUBJECT PARCEL BY DIRECT SALE TO GREGGS TEMPLE A.M.E. CHURCH FOR THE NEGOTIATED PRICE OF $750, PURSUANT TO SECTION 122.430 (Sale of Property to Adjacent Property Owners), CHAPTER 122 (PUBLIC PROPERTY), ORDINANCE CODE; PROVIDING for WAIVER OF SECTION  122.430, TO ALLOW SALE AT FAIR MARKET VALUE; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.

BE IT ORDAINED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:

Section 1.

Declaration of Surplus.  The City hereby declares R.E. No.(s) 022615-0000 and 022643-0000, 0 45th Street West, between Orant Street and Mary Rose Lane, in Council District 8, as more particularly described in Exhibit 1, attached hereto and incorporated herein by this reference (the “Subject Parcel”), to be surplus to the needs of the City of Jacksonville. A copy of the certificate from the Chief of Real Estate for the surplus of real property, required by Rule 3.102 (Preparation of Bills), is attached hereto as Exhibit 2.
Section 2.

Sale of Surplus Property pursuant to Section 122.430, Ordinance Code.  Pursuant to the provisions of Section 122.430 (Sale of Property to Adjacent Property Owners), Chapter 122 (Public Property), Ordinance Code, the Subject Parcel will be disposed of by direct sale for the negotiated price of $750.00 to Greggs Temple A.M.E. The property has been maintained for many years by Greggs Temple A.M.E. Church and they will continue to do so upon sale.  No further action by Council is necessary.
Section 3.

Waiver of provision for selling at appraised or assessed value.  Section 122.430 (Sale of Property to Adjacent Property Owners), Chapter 122 (Public Property), Ordinance Code, is hereby waived. Section 122.430 requires that sales pursuant to this section be for the appraised or assessed value of the property. In this case, the assessed value of the property is $51.00 per the Property Appraiser, but the Real Estate Division believes that the negotiated price of $750.00 represents the fair market value of the property if the property were to be sold at auction.
