AN ORDINANCE amending resolution 2018-102-A concerning the task force on civil rights history; AMENDING RESOLUTION 2018-102-A TO INCREASE THE NUMBER OF APPOINTEES TO THE TASK FORCE ON CIVIL RIGHTS HISTORY TO TWENTY-EIGHT and to APPOINT TIMOTHY H. JOHNSON TO THE TASK FORCE; PROVIDING FOR A TWICE AMENDED COUNCIL PRESIDENT CHARGE MEMORANDUM; REQUESTING one cycle EMERGENCY PASSAGE; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.


WHEREAS, the Council recently approved Resolution 2018-102-A to create a Task Force on Civil Rights History; and


WHEREAS, as approved, the Task Force on Civil Rights History is made up of twenty-seven members of the community with experience on the civil rights history of Northeast Florida; and  

WHEREAS, the Council desires to appoint Timothy H. Johnson as a member of the Task Force on Civil Rights History recognizing his unique perspective as a new resident to the Northeast Florida community; now therefore


BE IT ORDAINED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:


Section 1.

Amending Resolution 2018-102-A concerning the Task Force on Civil Rights History. Resolution 2018-102-A is hereby amended to increase the number of appointees to the Task Force on Civil Rights History from twenty-seven members to twenty-eight members. Resolution 2018-102-A is also hereby amended to appoint Timothy H. Johnson as a member of the Task Force on Civil Rights History.  

Section 2. 
Amending Resolution 2018-102-A concerning the Council President’s Charge Memorandum. Resolution 2018-102-A is hereby amended to revise Revised Exhibit 1, the Council President’s Amended Charge Memorandum, to add Timothy H. Johnson and to reflect changes to the appointees thereon as follows: Brenda Frinks, Sun City Events & Entertainment; Dr. Brenda R. Simmons-Hutchins, Jacksonville Black History Calendar; and The Honorable Rahman Johnson, Edward Waters College. A Twice Amended Charge Memorandum is attached hereto as Exhibit 1.

Section 3.

Requesting One Cycle emergency passage Pursuant to Council Rules 4.901 Emergency. One cycle emergency passage of this legislation is requested. The nature of the emergency is that the Task Force on Civil Rights History has already been established and the members will be meeting in the near future to begin their review, since the deadline for their report has been set for June 30, 2018. It is the Council’s desire that Mr. Johnson be able to participate in the meetings as a fully-appointed member of the Task Force on Civil Rights History.  

Section 4.

Effective Date.  This Resolution shall become effective upon signature by the Mayor or upon becoming effective without the Mayor's signature.
