WHEREAS, Elise Bush was raised in Jacksonville and graduated from Fletcher High School. In her youth, Ms. Bush was a star athlete, playing basketball, volleyball, tennis and softball in high school and college. On the Fletcher High School basketball team, she helped the Senators win a state championship in 1976; and


WHEREAS, in 1986, Elise Bush was hired as the head coach for the Bolles volleyball program. Ms. Bush guided the team for 31 successful years while also serving as an assistant athletic director and ninth grade advisor. She amassed a remarkable 696 wins in her coaching career, leading the Bolles volleyball program to a state title in 1989 as well five state runner-up finishes, 20 State Final Four appearances and 25 district titles; and


WHEREAS, Elise Bush was a role model for her players, several of whom went on to play college volleyball and ultimately find success in their chosen career paths. Ms. Bush’s guidance had a positive impact on her athletes, inspiring many to become coaches themselves including some who became her assistants at Bolles; and

WHEREAS, Elise Bush was an all-around athlete who became an accomplished coach with great success. Ms. Bush cultivated a familial atmosphere on and off the court. The respect and appreciation she felt for her players and the Bolles community was reciprocated by all who had the honor to know her; now therefore
