ORDINANCE 2018-153-E
AN ORDINANCE REZONING APPROXIMATELY 97.0( acres LOCATED IN COUNCIL DISTRICT 12 on 0 west meadows drive north between new world avenue and sam caruso way (R.E no(s) 002048-0500, 002048-9200 and 002048-9010), AS DESCRIBED HEREIN OWNED BY Great Meadows I, LLC FROM PLANNED UNIT DEVELOPMENT (pud) District (ordinance 2006-140-e) TO PLANNED UNIT DEVELOPMENT (pud) DISTRICT, AS DEFINED AND CLASSIFIED UNDER THE ZONING CODE, TO permit residential uses within the pud FOR the liberty square south pud; PUD SUBJECT TO CONDITIONS; pROVIDING A DISCLAIMER THAT THE rezoning granted herein shall not be construed as an exemption from any other applicable laws;  PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.


WHEREAS, Great Meadows I, LLC, the owner(s) of approximately 97.0( acres located in Council District 12 on 0 West Meadows Drive North between New World Avenue and Sam Caruso Way (R.E. No(s) 002048-0500, 002048-9200 and 002048-9010), as more particularly described in Exhibit 1, attached hereto and dated February 6, 2018 and generally depicted in Exhibit 2, both of which are attached hereto and incorporated herein by this reference (Subject Property), have applied for a rezoning and reclassification of that property from Planned Unit Development (PUD) District (Ordinance 2006-140-E) to Planned Unit Development (PUD) District, as described in Section 1 below; and


WHEREAS, the Planning Commission has considered the application and has rendered an advisory opinion; and


WHEREAS, the Land Use and Zoning Committee, after due notice and public hearing, has made its recommendation to the Council; and


WHEREAS, the Council finds that such rezoning is: (1) consistent with the 2030 Comprehensive Plan; (2) furthers the goals, objectives and policies of the 2030 Comprehensive Plan; and (3) is not in conflict with any portion of the City’s land use regulations; and


WHEREAS, the Council finds the proposed rezoning does not adversely affect the orderly development of the City as embodied in the Zoning Code; will not adversely affect the health and safety of residents in the area; will not be detrimental to the natural environment or to the use or development of the adjacent properties in the general neighborhood; and will accomplish the objectives and meet the standards of Section 656.340 (Planned Unit Development) of the Zoning Code; now therefore


BE IT ORDAINED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:


Section 1.

Property Rezoned.
The Subject Property is hereby rezoned and reclassified from Planned Unit Development (PUD) District (Ordinance 2006-140-E) to  Planned Unit Development (PUD) District.  This new PUD district shall permit residential uses within the PUD, and is described, shown and subject to the following attached documents:
Exhibit 1 – Legal Description dated Feburary 6, 2018.

Exhibit 2 – Subject Property per P&D D.

Exhibit 3 – Written Description dated Feburary 6, 2018.

Exhibit 4 – Site Plan dated March 6, 2018.


Section 2.

Rezoning Approved Subject to Condition(s). This rezoning is approved subject to the following condition(s).  Such conditions control over the written description and may only be amended through a rezoning.

1.
Subject to the development of single family homes of sixty foot (60’) lots or smaller:

a.
All internal roads shall have a minimum pavement width of twenty-four feet (24’), exclusive of curb and gutter.

b.
As part of verification of substantial compliance for the first residential use, and prior to the issuance of a building permit for the vertical construction of single family residential uses within the PUD, covenants and restrictions shall be submitted to the Planning and Development Department for review and approval, and upon approval, recorded for the property which (i) provide for architectural review of plans/elevations of home exteriors by an architectural review board and (ii) provide standards for such review, including requirements that (a) the front façade of each single-family detached home must have at least two different finishes (b) no vinyl siding can be used on a single-family detached home, and (c) no panel siding can be used as the primary building product on the façade of any single-family detached home facing a public or approved private street.

c.
Minimum of 7ft separation between eave overhangs.

2.
Left and right turn lanes shall be provided on New World Avenue at the proposed entrance roadways for Parcel C and D. The turn lanes will be designed to FDOT standards based on the design speed (posted plus 5 mph minimum), and require an overlay of the entire construction limits and include extruded thermoplastic pavement markings, and reflective pavement markers. Left turn queue lengths shall be a minimum of 100 feet or as otherwise approved by the Planning and Development Department and the City’s Traffic Engineer.

3.
In addition to the landscaping required pursuant to Part 12 of the City of Jacksonville Zoning Code, and the landscaping set forth in the written description, a landscaped entrance will be constructed at each entrance to the development. The landscaped entrances will be designed to be heavily landscaped and aesthetically compatible with each other so as to result in a consistent, aesthetically pleasing appearance as approved by Planning and Development Department. Compatibility of design shall be achieved by the repetition of certain plant varieties and other landscape materials. The landscaped entrances may include fencing, signage and up-lighting or down-lighting which highlights both the signage and the landscaping.

4.
Prior to the first final inspection within any phase of development, the owner or their agent shall submit to the Planning and Development Department for its review and approval either (a) an affidavit documenting that all conditions to the development order have been satisfied , or (b) a detailed agreement for the completion of all conditions to the development order.

Section 3.

Owner and Description.
The Subject Property is owned by Great Meadows I, LLC and is legally described in Exhibit 1.  The agent is Gregory E. Matovina, Matovina & Company, 2955 Hartley Road, Suite 108, Jacksonville, Florida 32257; (904) 993-2857.

Disclaimer.
The rezoning granted herein shall not be construed as an exemption from any other applicable local, state, or federal laws, regulations, requirements, permits or approvals.  All other applicable local, state or federal permits or approvals shall be obtained before commencement of the development or use and issuance of this rezoning is based upon acknowledgement, representation and confirmation made by the applicant(s), owner(s), developer(s) and/or any authorized agent(s) or designee(s) that the subject business, development and/or use will be operated in strict compliance with all laws. Issuance of this rezoning does not approve, promote or condone any practice or act that is prohibited or restricted by any federal, state or local laws.


Section 5.

Effective Date.  The adoption of this ordinance shall be deemed to constitute a quasi-judicial action of the City Council and shall become effective upon signature by the Council President and the Council Secretary.
