The funding above is a grant from the Beaches Community Fund at The Community Foundation for Northeast Florida to the Kids Hope Alliance. The funds shall be appropriated through the Mayor’s Budget Review Committee upon receipt of the grant funds.

section 2.

Purpose.
The purpose of the approval of the appropriation in Section 1 is to provide funding to conduct a planning process and create a plan to improve early learning at the beaches.   The grant period is February 9, 2018, through May 15, 2018. Over a two month period the early learning staff at Kids Hope Alliance will begin gathering and analyzing qualitative data with the target population, convening stakeholders to map existing efforts and researching evidence-based programs and strategies. This planning grant will allow for staff time, incentives, including books and manipulatives for families and providers, and food for focus groups. At the end of the grant period, the Kids Hope Alliance will share the outcomes and a proposed plan and budget with the beaches communities so they can begin to fund approaches and work to improve early learning at the beaches.  A copy of the grant award is attached hereto as Exhibit 2. A copy of the board minutes from the February 21, 2018 meeting which approved the grant award is attached as Exhibit 3.
