AN ORDINANCE APPROVING, AND AUTHORIZING THE MAYOR, OR HIS DESIGNEE, AND CORPORATION SECRETARY TO EXECUTE AND DELIVER, THE LEASE AGREEMENT BETWEEN THE JACKSONVILLE TRANSPORTATION AUTHORITY AND THE CITY OF JACKSONVILLE TO ENABLE THE JACKSONVILLE SHERIFF’S OFFICE (JSO) TO CONTINUE TO USE THE SURFACE PARKING LOT LOCATED AT THE CORNER OF CATHERINE STREET AND EAST ADAMS STREET FOR JSO VEHICLES SERVING THE DUVAL COUNTY JAIL; PROVIDING FOR OVERSIGHT BY THE REAL ESTATE DIVISION OF THE DEPARTMENT OF PUBLIC WORKS; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.

BE IT ORDAINED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:

Section 1.

Approval and authorization to execute Lease Agreement.

There is hereby approved, and the Mayor, or his designee, and Corporation Secretary are hereby authorized to execute and deliver, the Lease Agreement between the Jacksonville Transportation Authority and the City of Jacksonville, attached here as Exhibit 1 and incorporated herein by this reference. The Lease Agreement will enable the Jacksonville Sheriff’s Office (JSO) to continue to use the surface parking lot located at the corner of Catherine Street and East Adams Street for JSO vehicles serving the Duval County Jail. The term of the Lease Agreement is one (1) year with automatic one (1) year renewals until either party terminates the Lease Agreement upon ninety (90) days’ written notice of its then effective termination date. Rent is to be paid in advance by JSO in equal annual installments of $10.00, plus applicable Florida sales tax, if any.
Section 2. 
Oversight. The Real Estate Division of the Department of Public Works shall oversee the Project.

Effective Date.  This ordinance shall become effective upon signature by the Mayor or upon becoming effective without the Mayor’s signature.
