JAMES BUILDING, AS INITIATED BY B.T. 18-063; AMENDING THE 2018-2022 FIVE-YEAR CAPITAL IMPROVEMENT PROGRAM APPROVED BY ORDINANCE 2017-505-E TO REDUCE FUNDING FOR THE PROJECT ENTITLED “FACILITIES CAPITAL MAINTENANCE – GOV’T” TO PROVIDE FUNDING FOR THE PROJECT ENTITLED “ST. JAMES BLDG”; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.

BE IT ORDAINED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:

Section 1.

Explanation of Appropriation

The funding above is a transfer of funds from the Facilities Capital Maintenance – Gov’t Project to the St. James Bldg Project. Once the St. James Bldg Project is completed, any remaining funds from this transfer shall revert back to the subfunds within the Facilities Capital Maintenance – Gov’t Project listed in the reversion of funds section.
Section 2. 
Purpose.  The purpose of the appropriation in Section 1 is to fund the replacement of the fire alarm system in the St. James Building to ensure the safety of the building’s occupants. The current system is outdated and replacement parts are no longer available. The scope of the project includes obtaining a new non-proprietary fire alarm system and removing the old obsolete fire alarm system components. The new system must meet all requirements of the currently adopted National Fire Protection Association 72, National Fire Alarm and Signaling Code (2013 Edition), National Fire Protection Association 70, National Electrical Code (2014 Edition), and the Florida Fire Prevention Code (6th Edition). The Public Buildings Division will solicit bids and a contractor will be hired to provide all engineering, work, and materials for a complete turnkey installation.
Section 3.

CIP Amendment.  Ordinance 2017-505-E, being the 2018-2022 Five-Year Capital Improvement Program for the City and certain of its independent agencies, is hereby amended to reduce funding for the project entitled “Facilities Capital Maintenance – Gov’t” and to provide funding for the project entitled “St. James Bldg.” The projects are more fully described in the Project Information Sheets, attached hereto as Exhibit 2 and incorporated herein by this reference. The Council finds that the deferral of this amendment of the CIP until the next annual budget and CIP review will be detrimental to the best interests of the community because such deferral could result in a threat to the health and lives of the building’s occupants. Pursuant to Section 122.605(c), Ordinance Code, enactment of this ordinance requires the affirmative vote of two-thirds of the Council members present at the meeting because of the CIP amendment set forth in this section. This ordinance shall constitute an amendment to Ordinance 2017-505-E.  In all other respects, the Five-Year Capital Improvement Program approved by Ordinance 2017-505-E shall continue in full force and effect.
Section 4.

Effective Date.  This ordinance shall become effective upon signature by the Mayor or upon becoming effective without the Mayor’s signature.
