AN ORDINANCE APPROPRIATING A $200,000 GRANT FROM THE FLORIDA DEPARTMENT OF ENVIRONMENTAL PROTECTION (FDEP) TO FUND THE CONSTRUCTION OF A 6,400 FOOT ASPHALT TRAIL CONNECTING THE SAL TAYLOR CREEK PRESERVE TRAILHEAD TO THE EXISTING SOUTHERN TERMINUS OF THE CECIL RECREATIONAL TRAIL, AS INITIATED BY B.T. 18-060; APPROVING AND AUTHORIZING THE MAYOR, OR HIS DESIGNEE, AND CORPORATION SECRETARY TO EXECUTE AND DELIVER ON BEHALF OF THE CITY THE STATE OF FLORIDA DEPARTMENT OF ENVIRONMENTAL PROTECTION RECREATIONAL TRAILS PROGRAM AGREEMENT FOR FISCAL YEAR 2016-2017 NONMOTORIZED DIVERSE USE TRAIL BETWEEN THE CITY AND FDEP; AMENDING THE 2018-2022 FIVE-YEAR CAPITAL IMPROVEMENT PROGRAM APPROVED BY ORDINANCE 2017-505-E TO PROVIDE FUNDING FOR THE PROJECT ENTITLED “JAX-BALDWIN RAIL TRAIL DEVELOPMENT – PARK & UPLAND RESTORATION”; PROVIDING FOR OVERSIGHT BY THE DEPARTMENT OF PARKS, RECREATION AND COMMUNITY SERVICES; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.

BE IT ORDAINED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:

Section 1.

Explanation of Appropriation

The funding above is a grant from the Florida Department of Environmental Protection (FDEP). The funding will be provided by the grant on a reimbursement basis. The required match was approved in the fiscal year 2017-2018 CIP as part of the Jax-Baldwin Rail Trail Park & Upland Restoration Project.
Section 2.

Purpose.  The purpose of the appropriation in Section 1 is to fund the construction of a 6,400’ asphalt trail connecting the Sal Taylor Creek Preserve trailhead to the existing southern terminus of the Cecil Recreational Trail. The trail will vary between 10 feet and 12 feet wide. The project incorporates hiking and biking, with a focus on safe and connected opportunities. By expanding the existing trail system and connecting to adjacent conservation lands, Sal Taylor Creek Preserve can become a “cornerstone park” revitalizing the surrounding neighborhoods and facilitating active, healthy living. 
Section 3. 
Authorization to execute.

There is hereby approved, and the Mayor, or his designee, and Corporation Secretary are hereby authorized to execute and deliver on behalf of the City, the State of Florida Department of Environmental Protection Recreational Trails Program Agreement for Fiscal Year 2016-2017 Nonmotorized Diverse Use Trail between the City and FDEP (the “Agreement”) and any amendments thereto. A copy of the Agreement has been placed on file with the Office of Legislative Services.  
Section 4.

CIP Amendment.  Ordinance 2017-505-E, being the 2018-2022 Five-Year Capital Improvement Program for the City and certain of its independent agencies, is hereby amended to provide funding for the project entitled “Jax-Baldwin Rail Trail Development – Park & Upland Restoration.” The project is more fully described in the Project Information Sheet, attached hereto as Exhibit 2 and incorporated herein by this reference. The Council finds that the deferral of this amendment of the CIP until the next annual budget and CIP review will be detrimental to the best interests of the community because such deferral will result in unnecessary delay in completing the improvements. Pursuant to Section 122.605(c), Ordinance Code, enactment of this ordinance requires the affirmative vote of two-thirds of the Council members present at the meeting because of the CIP amendment set forth in this section. This ordinance shall constitute an amendment to Ordinance 2017-505-E.  In all other respects, the Five-Year Capital Improvement Program approved by Ordinance 2017-505-E shall continue in full force and effect.
Section 5.

Oversight.

The Department of Parks, Recreation and Community Services shall oversee the project described herein.
Section 6.

Effective Date.  This ordinance shall become effective upon signature by the Mayor or upon becoming effective without the Mayor’s signature.
