AN ORDINANCE CLOSING AND ABANDONING AND/OR DISCLAIMING PORTIONS OF A PEDESTRIAN WALKWAY EASEMENT (THE “EASEMENT”) RUNNING ALONG DEER LAKE DRIVE WEST BETWEEN ITS INTERSECTION WITH SOUTHSIDE BOULEVARD AND GATE PARKWAY NORTH, IN COUNCIL DISTRICT 4, AS ESTABLISHED IN OFFICIAL RECORDS BOOK 9927, PAGE 1990 OF THE CURRENT PUBLIC RECORDS OF DUVAL COUNTY, FLORIDA, AT THE REQUEST OF THE ADJACENT PROPERTY OWNER, TAPESTRY PARK II COMMERCIAL VENTURE, LLC (THE “APPLICANT”), TO ALLOW APPLICANT TO CONSTRUCT AN ADDITIONAL BUILDING ON THE PROPERTY; PROVIDING FOR APPROVAL SUBJECT TO CONDITIONS; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.


BE IT ORDAINED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:


Section 1.

Closure and Abandonment.  Portions of a pedestrian walkway easement (the “Easement”) running along Deer Lake Drive West  between its intersection with Southside Boulevard and Gate Parkway North, in Council District 4, as established in Official Records Book 9927, Page 1990 of the Current Public Records of Duval County, Florida, descriptions of which are attached hereto as Exhibit 1 and incorporated herein by this reference, are hereby closed and abandoned and/or disclaimed as portions of a pedestrian walkway easement at the request of the property owner, Tapestry Park II Commercial Venture, LLC (the “Applicant”). The portion of the Easement area to be closed and abandoned and/or disclaimed varies in width but is 1,430 square feet on the northern area and 9,375 square feet on the southern area and contains a meandering sidewalk which will remain in place as it is currently paved. The easement area to be abandoned is just west of the sidewalk.

Section 2.

Purpose.
The closure and abandonment of the Easement is requested to allow the Applicant to construct an additional building on the property, construction of which is impeded by the Easement.  Applicant has paid a $1,066.00 closure application fee. There were no objections to the abandonment of the portions of the Easement by Public Works, Right-of-Way and Grounds Maintenance Division and the Engineering Division.

Section 3.

Hold Harmless Agreement.
The closure and abandonment by the City of its interest in the Easement is contingent upon the execution and delivery to the City by Applicant of a hold harmless agreement in substantially the same form attached hereto as Exhibit 2 and incorporated herein by this reference. Accordingly, the closure and abandonment of the Easement shall not be recorded in the Public Records until execution and delivery to the City by the Applicant of the required hold harmless agreement. In addition, the Applicant will continue to maintain the walkway according to City standard specifications.

Section 4.


Effective Date.  This ordinance shall become effective upon signature by the Mayor or upon becoming effective without the Mayor's signature.
