ORDINANCE 2018-168
An ordinance appropriating $5,879,567.00 FROM THE CONTINGENCY RESERVE ESTABLISHED IN BUDGET ORDINANCE 2017-504-E FOR THE KIDS HOPE ALLIANCE, THE JACKSONVILLE PARTNERSHIP FOR CHILDREN, YOUTH AND FAMILIES, TO EXTEND PROGRAMS PREVIOUSLY FUNDED THROUGH MAY 31, 2018, THROUGH SEPTEMBER 30, 2018, AND TO FUND 2018 SUMMER LEARNING AND YOUTH SUMMER JOBS PROGRAMMING, AS INITIATED BY b.t. 18-058; AUTHORIZING PART-TIME HOURS, AS INITIATED BY R.C. 18-108; INVOKING THE EXCEPTION OF SECTION 126.107(G) (EXEMPTIONS), PART 1 (GENERAL REGULATIONS), CHAPTER 126 (PROCUREMENT CODE), ORDINANCE CODE, TO EXEMPT SUMMER PROGRAMS FROM COMPETITIVE SOLICITATION; providing an effective date.
Be it ordained by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:

Section 1.

Appropriation.  For the 2017-2018 fiscal year, within the City’s budget, there are hereby appropriated the indicated sum(s) from the account(s) listed in subsection (a) to the account(s) listed in subsection (b):

Explanation of Appropriation
The funding above is from the contingency reserve established in budget ordinance 2017-504-E for the Kids Hope Alliance, the Jacksonville Partnership for Children, Youth and Families. When the Jacksonville Children’s Commission (JCC) budget passed in Ordinance 2017-504-E, JCC was provided by way of Schedule M funding for specific programs. The remaining program funds were placed in a contingency pending the outcome of Ordinance 2017-563-E, which created Chapter 77, the Kids Hope Alliance. Once the Kids Hope Alliance was formed, it was to go back to City Council to request funds from contingency reserve to fund programs.
Section 2.

Purpose.  The purpose of the appropriation in Section 1 is to provide funding to extend programs previously funded through May 31, 2018, through September 30, 2018, and to fund 2018 summer learning and youth summer jobs programming. Part-time hours in the number of 22,000 will be utilized for the youth summer jobs program.
Section 3.

Authorization of part-time hours.
 There are hereby authorized the part-time hours more fully described in R.C. 18-108, attached hereto as Exhibit 2 and incorporated herein by this reference.
Section 4.

Invoking the exception to Section 126.107(g), Ordinance Code.

The City is hereby authorized to contract directly for 2018 summer programs with: America’s Little Leaders ($30,000); Communities in Schools of Jacksonville, Inc. ($30,000); Edward Waters College ($40,000); Ephesus Jr. Academy ($20,000); Livingway Kingdom C.A.R.E. ($20,000); Tristan’s Acceleration Academy ($20,000); and, Word of Truth ($30,000).  Pursuant to Section 126.107(g)(Exemptions), Part 1 (General Regulations), Chapter 126 (Procurement Code), Ordinance Code, such procurement is exempted from competitive solicitations because the supplies or services are to be provided by those specifically prescribed within authorizing legislation that appropriates the same. With the exception of the foregoing, all other provisions of Chapter 126, Ordinance Code, shall remain in full force and effect. These programs shall be subject to all the terms and conditions of RFP ESC-0465-17 and any amendments to the RFP.
Section 5.

Effective Date.  This ordinance shall become effective upon signature by the Mayor or upon becoming effective without the Mayor’s signature.
