A ORDINANCE APPROVING AN APPLICATION FOR A TRACK III COMMUNICATION TOWER PERMIT (APPLICATION NO. CTW-18-02), FILED BY NEXTOWER DEVELOPMENT GROUP, LLC TO AUTHORIZE THE SITING OF A NEW COMMUNICATION TOWER ON PROPERTY LOCATED AT 12094 KEVIN ALLEN LANE BETWEEN CISCO DRIVE WEST AND CHAFFEE ROAD (COUNCIL DISTRICT 8), PURSUANT TO SECTION 656.1507, ORDINANCE CODE; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.

BE IT ORDAINED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:


Section 1.

Adoption of recommended findings and conclusions and approval of communication tower application.  The Council has reviewed the record of proceedings and the Staff Report of the Planning and Development Department and held a public hearing in connection with the subject application for Track III Communication Tower Permit (Application No. CTW-18-02), a copy of which is on file in the Office of the Legislative Service Division, and the Planning and Development Department.  Based on the competent substantial evidence contained in the record, the Council hereby approves this application. This Ordinance shall be deemed to be the final action of the Council.


Section 2.

Effective Date.

The adoption of this Ordinance shall be deemed to constitute a quasi-judicial action of the City Council and shall become effective upon signature by the Council President and Council Secretary.
